Joseph Shaplen, a newspaper man
formerly in Russia, today protested
the linking of Jews with the Boilzho-
vik movement.

In a telegram to Senator Ovar-
man, chairman of the Senate com-
mittee probing Bolshevism in Rus<-
sia and this country, Shaplen de-
clared: "It is unjust to indict a
whole people by insidious sugges-
tion.”

G. A. Simons told the commitice
yesterday that the Bolsheviki derived |
much strength from Jews In New
Yor, and  that many Jews wore|
prominent fn the Bolshevik councils
in Russia.

Net Anti-Semitie,

He declared, however, that he was
not anti-Semitic and that Jews as a
race were not behind the movement.

“The ‘bund,” the biggest Soclalist
party in Russia, is leading the fight
on Lenine and Trotzky,” wired Shap-
len.

“It is unjust to indict a 'whole peo-
ple by insidious suggestion. By doing
&0 the testimony submitted before
your committee is playing into the
hands of the Black Hundreds, who
are only waiting for the downfall of
Bolshevism to massacre Jews in Rus-
smv.

The observations given before the
committee today by Prof. Ralph Den-
nis, of Northwestern University, were
