“The chief item cntering Into the
cost of paper is labor, and we know
there has been no decrease in the
price of lzbor. Labor begins in pa-
per making with the collection of
regs on one hand and the cutling of
the wood In the forest on the other.
Wood is higher per cord than it has |
been at any time within the last
five years. The present prices of pa-
per are not high compared with the
prices of other commoditiea, The de-
mand has not been up lo normal for
the past ninety days, due largely to
the fact that the users and dealers
anticipated their demands early in
the fall before the armistice was
eigned, and these stocks must accord-

BALTIMORE, Md., Feb. 23 —De-
ciaring that guards of the Maryland
House of Correctlon made a practice
of visiting the wives of prisoners,
Frank Metzerolt, minority member
of the board of prison control., which
is investigaling the charges agalnst
Warden William E. Lankford, ere-
ated z sensation yresterday at the
hearing which had been tranaferred
from Baltimore to the “Cut,” the bet-
ter to gel testimony of priconers
and officials who could not well be
brought to the eity, '

The slatement came while Leroy
Griggs. a prisoner, was on the stand
and was a result of an objection on
the part of Harry B. Wolf. counsel
for Lankford, who demanded that
the board confine [ts inquiry to
Lankford alone., Mr. Metzerott re-
plied that he had understood the in-

quiry was to include the entire insti-

tution and its officers, but CHalrman
Crane said he did not know that the
statement concerned the charges
against Lankford.

Stopped Her Visits,
Griggs, while on the stand, testi-
fied that his wife had stopped com-
fng to zee him after a guard had
called on her. He zald he was twen-

ty-onec years old and his wife twenty.
The name of the guard was given as

Willlam Fl. Lankford., although: it
was said he is not related to the
warden. Mr. Metzerott declared that

this was not an Isolated case, but
that many of the goards made it a
practice to call on the wives of pris-
oners.
The session of the board began in
the morning, when several wilnesses
were examined, After luncheon the
fnquiry was continued uyntil late in
the afternoon, when the hearing was
adjourned until next Tuesday. IL will
be conlinued at the office of the
board in the Continental Trust Build-
ing.
