JUAREZ, Mexico. March 21. Fifty-thre- e

Villa rebels, including Martin
Lopez, Villa's second In command, and
Gen. Ramon Vega, were reported kill-
ed when federal forces commanded by
General Zuazua defeated 500 Villa
rebels in battle seventy-fiv- e miles
south of Columbus, N. M yesterday.

2,000 VILLISTAS READY

TO LAUNCH REVOLUTION

EL PASO, Tex., March 21. Claims
by Villa sympathizers that three
American Mormon leaders reported
held by Mexican bandits had . been
released were followed "by reports of
a column of 2,000 rebels preparing to
launch a revolution against the Car-ran- za

government.
Led by Francisco Villa and Felipe

Angeles, the rebel, force reached
their mountain rendezvous near
Safevo, Chihuahua, guarding a long
wagon train of provisions, several
hundred horses and cattle taken in
ranch raids.

While the main band assembled at
Salevo, Martin Lopez and Ramon
Vega, villa's lieutenants, continued
raiding ranches in the northwest cor-
ner of Chihuahua near the American
border.

The capture by American cavalry of
a Mexican band attempting to cross
Into Mexico fifteen miles down the
Rio Grande from El Paso prevented
the first recruits from this country
reaching Angeles forces.
