Power for progress; but if it is al-
lowed t0 confinue In its state of ignor-
ance and flliteracy, It will prove a
veritable breeding place for anarchy.

This 12 sum and substance of what
Mme. Catherine DBreshkovsky, “the
little grandmother of the Russian
revolution,™ told a big audience in the
National Theater yesterday afternoon.

The noted revolutionary leader de-
ciared her native land will become a
meénace to civilization wunless steps
are taken to educate the masses. The
awdience stood and applauded as the
picturesque figure, with her white hair
and black gown, entered the stage.
Despite her seventyfive years and
hardships she endured in Siberian
prisen camps, Mme. Breshkovsky
demonsirated that her ardent en-
thusiasm and vigor for Russian free-
dom are unimpaired.

“Russia is a place of infinite pos-
wmibilitles™ ghe sajd. *“The distressed
People must have your ald to over-
coma thelr plight. Russia I8 now
divided, but she will soon be united.
Millions have been killed in the great
war and orphans are lefl to starve.
The coumtry is ruined by bolshevik
doctrines, and the entire economic
uruct is in a state of chaos.™

The latest, which. last night dic
$5,000 damage at the Annapolis Bank-
ing and Trust Company on Church
¢ircle, was in many respects like those
occurring here since the middle of
January.

The authoritiea consider it singular
that the three fires preceeding last
night's fire, were on Friday. Dut
for the fact that a heavy dowmpours
of rain on Friday last had al; build-
Ings Bere soaking wet. they belleve
the alleged firebug would have made
his fourth successful attempt on Fri-
day.

On Friday, Januarv 17, the Colonia*
Theater blaze resulted in a loss of
$25.000;, on Friday, February 21, the
Wilmer and Chew School bullding

vwas destroyed; on Friday, April 4, tho
McCready furniture warchouse WwWas
almost destroyed.

Nona of the four have been dwell-
ings, in each case the buildings fired
having been in built up sections, so
that great damage would have result
ed but for early discovery and prompt
work by the department.
