More than 20.000 soldiers, sailors
and marines who served in the late
world war would be affected by a bill
that has been introduced in the House
by Charles R. Davis of
Minnesota, giving them the right to
wear their uniforms at all times.

The measure affects those men who
have received or may receive wounds
or injuries in line of duty "that have
resulted or may result in such facial

or bodily deformity as
will be likely to cause personal

or in his
business or social relations with
others."

Before wearing the uniform, how-
ever, the bill provides that application
must be made to the Secretary of "War
or the Secretary of the Navy, who will
fix certain regulations.

"There are several hundred of these
unfortunate boys at Walter Reed Hos-
pital." Mr. Davis said, in discussing
his bill. "In some cases they have
undergone operations that resulted in
facial which would
greatly handicap them if they went
back into civil life with civilian cloth-
ing. The public would shun them.
By wearing their uniform and the in-
signia of the arm of service they rep-
resented, the public would understand
that the marks were marks of honor."

NEW YORK, June 27. The circuit
court of appeals decided yesterday
that the war-tim- e prohibition act is
constitutional, that it docs not apply
to all beer, but only to "Intoxicating"
beer, and that Federal Judge Mayer
had no right to enjoin United States
Attorney Francis G. Caffcy from prose-cuttin- g

brewers of 2.75 per cent beer
The court dismissed the injunction

restraining Mr. Caffey from arresting
or prosecuting the brewers. Inasmuch
as Mr. Caffey has made the general
declaration in open court that any one
who violated the law would do so at
his own peril, a test case may be ex-

pected any time.
Welcome Test Cane.

According to Emory R. Buckner,
associated with Elihu Root and Will-
iam D. Guthrie as counsel for the
brewers, they will welcome a test
case. The Issue In such a case would
be the question of fact, as to whether
beer containing only 2.75 per cent
alcohol is intoxicating. Mr. Buckner
ays the brewers are ready to submit

the evidence of doctors, chemists, and
at least fifty men and women who
wore subjected to experiments, that
such beer does not intoxicate.

Meanwhile the brewers will con
tinue to manufacture 2.75 per cent
beer and offer it for sale. If it is de-

cided in a test case that 2.75 per cent
beer Is intoxicating, any brewer who
has manufactured it after May 1 is
guilty of a crime; and any brewer
who sells it after June 30 will be
guilty of a crime.

Brevrer Win n Point.
Although the injunction against the

Federal attorney was dismissed, the
brewers won a point in that the de-

cision continued the temporary in-

junction restraining Richard J. tt.

with the manufacture or sale of 2.75
beer. McEIligott recently has been
issuing stamps on orders from Wash-
ington, although at the time the suit
started they were being refused.

The general situation with regard
to wartime prohibition, which is due
at midnight Monday, indicated It may
become effective only in part. Either
President Wilson will Issue a procla-
mation removing wine and beer from
the provisions of the law or the hotel,
restaurant and saloon men will ig-

nore the law and continue to sell
these drinks as in the past. It is not
likely that many will try to sell
whiskey or other "hard" drinks until
demobilization is actually at an end.

AND BODY BURNED

ELLTSVILLE, Miss., June 27.

Trailed for ten days through three
south Mississippi counties py pos.sen
which included several hundred mem-
bers of his own race. John Hartfleld,
negro, confessed assailant of an Eliis-vill- e

young woman, was captured des-

perately wounded near Collins, yes-

terday, rushed by automobile to the
scene of his crime, hanged to a gurr
tree and then burned to ashes. Hi3
victim witnessed the lynching.

The lynching was conducted in a.
manner which the authorities charac-
terized as "orderly." Guarded by a,

committee of citizens of Ellisville,
Hartfleld was taken first to the offi.e
of Dr. A. J. Carter, who after exami-
nation of gunshot wounds received
when the fugitive made his flight
against capture, declared the negro

could not live more than twenty-fou-r
hours. In the meantime a group of
silent men were piling crosstles anl
brush In a depression in the ground
near the railroad trestle. There was
no shouting.

The victim of Hartfield's crime was
escorted into the physician's office
after the wounds had been examined
She positively Identified him as her
assailant. When she left the negro
said to the committee, "You have the
right man."

Hartfleld was told yrhat the crowd
intended doing with him, but only re-
peated, "You have the right man"
Later he said he knew he was going
to die, and declared he wished to
warn all men, white and colored, to
think before doing wrong."

Petitions to Governor Bilbo to pre-
vent the threatened lynching brought
a reply fro mtho executive to the ef-
fect that he was "utterly powerless,"
as the State had no troops. "Further-
more." the governor was quoted as
saying, "excitement is at such a high
pitch through southern Mississippi
that any armed attempt to interfere
with the mob would doubtless result
in the deaths of hundreds of persons.
The negro has confessed, says he is
ready to die and nobody can keep the
inevitable from happening."
