Senate advocates of legislation en-
i;bllng the Government to
| water power sites, and those who op-
ipoae such control, are expected to
|clash soon in debate over the Eéch

| bill.

‘ The situation today was: -

| The Esch bill has been passed by
| the House and is before the Senate. It
| ereates a Federal power commission,
| composed of the Secretaries of War,
Interior, and Agriculture, and con-
tains provisions which would enable
. the Government to control power coh-
| cerns seeking to monopolize streams
for generating current. The power
commission is authorized to issue
fifty-year revocable licenses covering
every activity of such power com-
panies.

Senator La Follette, Senator Jones
of Washington, and other progres-
sives urge the legislation. Conserva-
tives, however, asgert such restric-
tions would discourage capital. The
opposition will probably be led by
Senator Smoot of Utah., This iz the
first time the water power control
bhill has come up for action in the
Senate so early in the sesslon, so
prospects of a vote on it are consider-
ed good.

Hysterical with worry over the death
of her husband, two months ago, Mrs,
Hannah Getthal last night wrote at
the Hotel Calvert a pathetic farewell
note to her daoghter Mildred, aged
eighteen.

I am alone. Be good, dear, and God
will help you.

“All the world seems happy and
joyous. My heart breaks and 1 gaze
upon my dariing, sleeping and per-
haps dreaming of happy days when
the sun of life shall beam jts best
upon her. I must leave her soon. It
is so hard."”

Congressional leaders today pre-
pared for one of the busiest sessions
on record, to start immediately after
President Wilson submils the treaty
of peace, probably mext Tuesday.

Relief of the congestion in the Cir-
cult Court of the District Supreme
Courg, through enlarging the scope of
the municipal court’s jurisdiction, was
recommended by Lhe board of direc-
tors of the Chamber of Commerce at
their meeting in the chamber rooms
last night.

The committee on law and legisla-
tion, which framed the resolution.
pointed out that the docket of the
Circuit Court is almost hopelessly con-
gested. They recommended that the
District code be amended so that the
municipal court could handle cases in-
volving from £500 to $3,000, in the
class of cases over which that court
noew has jurisdiction,

The amendment would make the
jurizdiction of the municipal <ourt
exclusive where the amount does not
cxceed $500, and concurrent with that
of the District Supreme Court in cases
