FLOODS THREATEN

MARYLAND HOIS
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Residents of Hyattsville and Bla-densb- rg,

Md., are fearing that their
homes will probably be flooded if the
rains of the past week continue, and
will possibly be carried away.

Eastern and western branches of
the Anacostia river at Hyattsville are
continuing to overflow their banks.
The low country all through that sec-
tion is inundated. The low level
conditions of the country make im-
possible the rapid carrying off of the
water, and consequences may be
serious.

The water has reached the top of
the bridge on the Washington-Baltimor- e

pike between Hyattsville and
Bladensburg. If the waters continue
rising most-o- f Bladensburg will be
flooded.

This condition is an annual affair
and residents are used to
it but the continued heavy downpours
of the past week cause graver con-
ditions than usual.

The Potomac above Georgetown
has become dangerously swift.
Rivermen warn that canoeing on the
Potomac today is dangerous. It
is expected that when the high stage
of Shenandoah river water reaches
here the Potomac will rise at least a
foot. It is already six inches higher
than normal. Precautions have been
taken along the riverside so that
great damage Is not expected.
