FARMERS PROTEST

OHIO ILK IRESTS

The National Board of Farm Organi-
sations, with headquarters In Wash-
ington, has issued an appeal to all
farmers of the country to protest by
petition, ballot or "other lawful and
orderly means" against allegod "un-
fair and methods being
used against farm organizations en-
gaged in the collective sale of their
farm products.

The assoc'ation protests against the
arrest on August 0 of officers of the
Ohl o Farmers Milk
Company and their later indictment
by the grand Jury of Cleveland for
ha ing acted as representatives of the
farmers who were selling milk to tho
dealers In the city.

The farm organization's body calls
attention to the fact that the men
Were acting in behalf of farmers who
were doing collective bargaining for
the sale of their products, and states
that in the past two years- - farmers
from outside the cities have been
"caught .within their bounderles and
branded as felons for daring to con-
fer with their neighbor or for joining
with them in the sale of their milk
or other common products; that in
dictments are still pending in some
cases, and all without due regard to
the farmers' increased cost of pro
duction."

PARIS FOOD PRICES

ORDERED POSTED

PARIS, Aug. 15. As the direct out-
come of. the demonstrations in the
central markets, leading' the stall-keepe- rs

to refuse to order supplies.
In resentment of the activities of the
recently formed Consumers' League,
the Paris market stocks are far be-
low the usual quantities. This condi-
tion naturally caused advances In
prices. '

The authorities have taken action
to check fresh outbreaks In the vicin-
ity of the markets and also to pre-
vent waste of foodstuffs. One of the
measures which receives general ap-
proval is a decree that all dealers
publish, their prices, which will be
compared with the "normal prices"
officially set.

The League of Consumers, which
had marked success in lowering
prices, has been asked by the au-
thorities to discontinue its campaign.

Another measure which pleases the
French houeewives provides for
booths all over the city, from which
vegetables will be sold at prices
much lower thin the shops have beenasking.

TURK GIRLS DROP

VEILS FOR YANKS

COXSTAXTINOPL.D, Aug. 15. Amer-icanis-

taught by the. Yankee sailors
and American colleges, has gently, butfinally, unpinned the veil of extreme
retirement which formerly obscured
the comely features of Turkish
women.- - They will never wear the
veil again, so Dr. Mary Willis Patrick
believes, for, having tasted and liked
their sample of Occidental feminine
freedom, the maid and wife of the Sul-
tan's land want more of the same.

He suggests gathering these
products and replanting with spinach,
kale, 'turnips, lettuce or radishes for
fall and winter use.

TO PLACE

BIG GRAIN ORDERS

BERLIN, Aug. 15. Germany's crop
estimates were still incomplete today,
but the government had decided it
would need about the same imports of
grain as were purchased before the
war. Just how these imports were to
be obtained In view of the present
world food shortage the government
had not determined.

Germany's estimate of food stocks
she must buy abroad, based on pre-
war figures, were:

Two million tons of wheat, three
million tons of barley, a million tons
of corn and half a million tons each
of bran, oil seeds and oil cakes.

Germany would like to buy in still
larger quantities if she thought it
possible. She would prefer to get
three million tons of wheat and from
five to six million tons of corn, so as
to have a surplus for stock raising
and save on importation of meat.

$10,000,000 of holders of Washington
railway.

The merger also indicates the taking-

-over of tho Potomac Electric
Power Company, now controlled by
the Washington railway.

The statement was mado by James
T. Lloyd that a fair arrangement
could be mado by which stockhold-
ers in both companies would be sat-
isfied.

J7 M. Dcnty denied this and ques-
tioned whether it would be fair to
make holders of stock of a-- prosper-
ous concern exchange for stack in a
concern hot so strong. -

Col. John G. Capers declared that
service to the public is what is
wanted, and not more dividend for
tne stockholders.

Means Better Service.
"The public Is not getting what it

is entitled to," he maintained, "in
the way of service, and cannot, get
tt under he present management. The
benefits to accrue from a merger
would be better servico and- - univer-
sal transfers."

The plan proposed is the basis ot
a bill which it is proposed to have
submitted to Congress. It was in-

troduced by Chapln Brown. The. re-
port will be submitted to a full meet-
ing of the board of directors of the
Chamber next Thursday night.
