He returned to his home yesterday
afternoon, complaining of slight
weriness. He was taken severely {1l
Jate in the svening and died just after
12 o'clock.

Mr. Gadsby, who saws seventy-thres
years old, was borm in this city, and
had made his home here all his life.
He was esducated in the local publle
schocls, and later attended Young's
Sechool, at that time one of the best of
the Washington universities,

He entered the real estate business
in this city about fifty years ago, and
was considéred by many the lesding
sauthority on real estate conditions in
the District

As 8 boy Mr. Gadsby was a page i
the Capito! during the Presidency of
Lincoln. later he became a confl-
dentia]l messenger to the President,
carrying important messages Ifrom
Washington to the battlefront. For
many years Mr. Gadsby was engaged
in the grocery businesa hefre, after
which he gave most of his time to the

handling of real estate securities. o

It was in this latter business that
he came in contact with the bankers
of this city. Many of the older
bankers toda yremarked that Mr,
Gadsby's genial personality would be
missed in banking circles in Wash-
ington.

Mr. Gadsby is purvived by his
widow and by one sister, Miss Sallie
Gadsby.
