Senator Back to Lead Fight
on Floor Says Sentiment
Frightens Administration.

The middle West is aflame with
opposition to the League 0f Nations
covenant in its present form. Senator
Borah of Idaho, declared today on
bis return to Washington from a
speaking trip.

"The demonstration of American-
ism which the middle West is glv-Ins- ."

said Borah, "is filling- - the ad-
vocates of unqualified ratification of
the treaty with fear and foreboding.

J That is why they are attempting to
rusn me treaty tnrougn tne senate.
They are afraid of the tide that is
sweeping the country."

Borah returned at the urgent call
of Senator Lodge, because treaty ad-
vocates arc seeking to force the op-
position to act on treaty amend-
ments without further debate. Borah
said Senator Hiram Johnson, who is
alsb on a stumping tour, .will be ed

to continue for the remainder
of the present week, at least.

Jlorah To Lead Offensive.
Borah is relied on by Lodge and

other Republican leaders to take the
offensive at once in the fight on
amendments. The Idaho Senator, who
wants to kill the whole league cov-
enant, said mid-Weste- rn audiences had
given vociferous approval to his atti-
tude.

"In Omaha." he said, 'the crowd
stood and cheered for a full minute
the declaration that the whole treach-
erous scheme should be abandoned.
In Iowa the sentiment was as strong-
ly anti-leag- ue as it was in Nebraska."

The treaty will not be consideredtoday or tomorrow because the Sen-
ate will be engaged in helping honor
General Perching, (in Friday Sena-
tor Reed of Missouri will discuss it.

LANSING RUMOR

STIRS ALL PARIS

Report That President and
Col. House Have Broken

Also Causes Flutter.

NEW YORK. Sept. 17 A rumor that
Secretary of State Lansing may resign
caused a flutter around the Hotel Crll-lo- n

yesterday, says a copyrighted dis-
patch from Paris to the World. If
this came about. Frank L. Polk, As-
sistant Secretary of State, doubtless
would succe'ed Mr. Lansing, and the
question of Mr. Polk's successor would
be brought up. In view of the rumors
that President Wilson and Colonel
House have parted company, it seems
improbable that the colonel would
again represent America at the su-
preme council.

Colonel House refuses to comment
on William C. Bullitt's testimony be-
fore the-Foreig- n Relations Committee
of the United States Senate. Colonel
House, who does not seem upset in
any way by the "revelations." said the
published reports of Mr. Bullitt's tes
timony are too conflicting to attempt
to analyze it It is denied that Colonel
House was responsible for Mr. Bullitt
being attached to the American peace
delegation, for he came from the State
Department. Mr! Bullitt was an ad-
mirer of Colonel House, and wrote an

ROOSEVELT PRAISES

WORK OF T IN WAR II

Assistant Secretary of Navy

Points Out Need of Con-

tinuing Organization.

Expressing the hope that the "T"
would not demobilize in the manner
of the army and navy, Franklin D.
Roosevelt. Assistant Secretary of theJ
Navy, lauded the work of the organi-j- j
zation at a reunion of the Washing-
ton District Y. M. C. A. secretaries
yesterday.

The secretary told of the work done
during the war, and said the day was
not far distant when the kind of work
done by the "T" during the war
would b jTart of --the army program
The morale branches of the army and
navy, he said, were doomed to pass
away in the near future, and that the
work would have to be carried on
by organizations such as the T. M.
C. A.

British Chaplain Speaks.
Major John Robertson, a chaplain

in the British army, also spoke. He
