On “*Missing’’ Case.

NEW YORK, Sept. 18 —Miss Cath-
erine Hyde, Brooklyn, one of the first
policewomen appointed by Commis-
sioner Enright, last night became the
bride of Detective Henry F. Schneider,
also of Brooklyn.

Miss Hyde revealed yesterday that
it was she who months ago had at-
tempted to lure the slayer of Marle
Elizabeth Riddell into the hands of
the police. This was her biggest a=s-
gignment. She said she was chosen
because of her youthful appearance.

For nineteen successive nights she
patrolled the vicinity of the girl's
home in Richmond HIill, courting an
attack by the murderer should he
have remalined in that section. The
policewoman said she was ‘“covered”
by a detective and was unafraid.

Miss Hyde was appointed in August,
1918 A month later she met Detec-
tive Schneider. They were put on a
“missing Egirl” case. They co-oper-
ated in many cases thereafter.

Miss Hyde's duties consisted fnostly |
of welfare work throughout the
Chinatown and Bowery districts,
where her detective-husband has been
stationed for nine yeare. Miss Hyde
is one of the most diminutive members
of the pelice department.

FOR JEWISH NATION

Zionists To Restore Hebrew
Langnage in Renstional-

Texas, or in any

ized Palestine.

CHICAGO, Bept. 18.—The Zionist
Organization of America ended its
twenty-second annual convention last
night after laving the foundation for
a Jewish commonwealth in Palestine,
a homeland for the scattered Jewish
people of the world.

The delegates rejected a resclution
to abolish all parties within the Zion-
ist thovement, but adopted a resolu-
tion of confidence in the organiza-
tion's administration and pledged
“complete and whole-hearted support
to the re-establishment of a Jewish
homeland.”

Restoration of the Jewish language
as the mother tongue of the renation.
alized Palestine was voted as part of
the program. A motion to devote 25
per cent of all funds raised for Pales-
tine work to the Hebrew and Zionist
education of American Jewish chil-
dren and adults was passed enthu-

siastically.

Deoclares Story Of Packers’

PALMER WILL ASK
‘BIG 5’ INDICTMENTS

Activities Will Amasze
America.

ALBANY, N. Y., Sept. 18.—Attornay
General A. Mitchell Psalmer an-
nounced yesterdasy that evidence War-
ranting and sustaining indictment of
the combination of packers known as
the "Big Five” will be presented to
a grand jury this week. The an-
nouncement was made at a com-
ference of State Federal officials
called by Govermor Smith to consid-
er the cost of living problem.

“There never was befores any gov-
ernment agency,” psald Mr. Palmer,
“so ample a collection of datas bear-
ing upon the activities of this giant
as there is today. When it is Iaid
before a jury the wrath of the Amer-
ican people will compel a verdict
of conviction. The story will amasze
America”

Discusses H. C. L. Cause.

The Attorney General, in discuss-
ing the high cost of living and the
activities of the Department of Jus-
tice, sald the campaign would suc-
ceed.

“It has already succeeded,” he safd.
“In very considerable part in various
portions of the country.”

Mr, Palmer discussed causes of the
high cost of living, which he divided
into two groupe; one based on world-
wide economic conditions and which
is a logical result of the conditions
that obtained during the war. These
conditions produced a situation,
which only time and the slow pro-
cesses of readjustment can change to
the betterment of the people, he de-
clared. ‘

The other group, be sald, is made
up of people that can be campaigned
against, as it was composed of peo-
ple in all classes of business, who,
upon the justification that “every-
body is doing It and in the confi-
dence that the people expect prices
to be high, have advanced. prices In
a way that has increased the heavy
burden upon the people.
