UNREST BY PRIEST

"There are 20,000,900 alien work-
men lighting; the fuses of anarchy
and social discontent in our fair land,
aad unless something Is dene quickly
our nation will soon roek frera end
to end with industrial explosions," de-

clared the Rev. Xugeae A. Hannaa.
rector of St. Martin's Church, in
ringing sermon to the Holy Name So-

ciety, which held Its monthlr meeting
in St. Martin's last night

"I am for labor." continued the
priest. "I have fought the laber
roan's fight through all, the years of
my priesthood. stand shoulder to
shoulder with true labor men like
Gompers. who are striving for the
accomplishment of lofty purpose.
And urge upon every one of you
men to fight for worthy leadership
in labor unions and to defeat the sin-
ister plot of alien workers te over-
throw the' leadership of Samuel
Gompers and to substitute a leader-
ship that would be subversive to all
social order."

Scoring in vigorous terms the "un-
scrupulous leaders" who are responsi-
ble for the discontent In the steel
and coal Industries and in the ranks
of the longshoremen. Father Hannkn
declared that only rare statesmanship
and skillful tact can avert the great-
est industrial upheaval la the history
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of the world. The foreign 'aliment
among the workers, he said, la "mak-
ing demands for pay and for work-
ing liours that are too preposterously
absurd' for consideration.
