Justice Stafford spoke on “The Col,
lege a Training School for Public
Servijce.”

“We pow stand face to face with a
new riddle of the Sphinx. The ques-
tion.jt propounds is one that we muat
answer if free government is to sur-
vive. That question is: How are the
masses of men and women who labor
with their hands to be secured out
of the products of their toil what they
will feet to be and will be in faet a
fair retuyrn? Until we can answer
that question we shall have no peace,
and if we fail to answer it we shall
have a revolution.

“Our safety can only be found in a
policy that treats all men as brothers,
all equally entitled to the fruits of
their labor, all equally entitled to
ralse themselves as high as possible,
each in his own place, without doing
wrong to any of the rest. It is the
spirit of justice and fraternity that
must be our guide. And where are
we to look for leadership if not in in-
stitutions such as this™
