Legal controversies relating to the
collection of insurance on automobile.»
have been frequent. They indicate
alike the importance of placing one's
insurance only with reliable compa¬
nies and the necessity of reading
».arefully one's policy to ascertain
juet what contingencies of loss are

actually covered. By observing these
precautions before instead of after an
accident much annoyance and consid¬
erable loss may often be avoided.
Ou the subject of insurance against

the theft of automobiles, the court.··
have held that a policy protecting the
ewner against "theft, robbery or pil¬
ferage" does not cover the case of a
lee· of the car through the trickery
of an agent who agrees to sell the
ear for the owner, but appropriates it
htmse'f and disappears with it. In
ethar words, where a transaction
takes th« form of an ordinary busi¬
ness deal when first initiated, and is
entered into voluntarily by the owner,
he takes the risk of any dishonesty
that may thereafter intervene.

Searee ef Litigati···.
A fruitful source of litigation has

been the foolish propensity of many
earners to attempt to get lower insur¬
ance rates by misstating the age of
their cars. Of course, for such pur¬
poses as protection against flre. and.
ia fact, ia most other cases, too, the
rates increase with the age of the
'.ar. As the policy is issued strictly
«Pen the representation of the owner
as to the age of his car. manifestly

it would work a great Injustice upon
the companies in many casea it wilful
fraud in this connection wet»e fos¬
tered bv an ? d iff«Ment attitude upon
the part of the law. but the law bann
¦uch fnalpraotices by the stringent
penalty of preventing; th* collection
of any money under the policy where
the company is able to prove a mie-
atatement aa to the age of the car.
There is no middle ground in auch
«-ases, whereby the inaured owner may
rrpent by offering to pay the insur¬
ance company the difference In pre¬
mium based upon the actual age of
his car. After a losa occurs, the in¬
sured must stand or fall upon th·
policy as issued.
Upon th* same principle, a state¬

ment to the insurance company that
the car is in good running order and
in current use at the time the Insur¬
ance is applied for, when in fact It Is
out of commission and is in a garage
for repairs, renders the policy void,
preventing the collection of the in¬
surance in ca»e of loss by Are, theft,
or in any other manner covered by the
policy

In a recent case decided in New
York rt appeared that an automobile
was inaured as "new." Th« car was
afterward stolen, and the insurance
company took the position that it was
not liable for the loss because the car
had not been, in fact, "new" when the
insurance was applied for. Upon the
trial of the case it sppeared that be¬
fore the owner purchased the car It
had been run several hundred mi'.cs
by the dealer as a "demonstrator."
The court held that this did not
amount to a substantial variation from
the warranty of newness, and accord¬
ingly gave judgment for the owner. It
was a narrow escape, however, and
indicates the advisability of putting
the insurer in possession of all the
facts. Litigation Is costly. When you

Most automobile policies contain all
express restriction« against the hiring
of the insured automobile, unless a

permissive "rider" is indorsed upon or

attached to the policy. It haa been
decided that such a restriction la not
violated, so as to prevent the collec
tion of the insurance, where the cat
was hired out by a servant or membe:
of the family of the owner, without
his knowledge. Of course, ,if the
owner had accepted the proceeda s)f
tbe hiring this would have.constituted
a ratification of the unauthorised act,
and he would'not have been permitted
to escape the consequences of the viu
lation of the policy upon the plea
that he did not know of or authorize
it.

In the same connection it has been
decided that a prohibition against the
hiring of the car ia not violated so as
to prevent the collection of the insur-
ance, where the owner hired the car
to a stranger on a single occasion,
since the prohibition is interpreted as
applying in the use of the csr in the
business of hiring.

HEAVIEST TRUCK

A truck and trailer hauling fifteen
tons and seven passengers, skidded
on the road near Syracuse. N. T.. and
went into a ditch Three men were

in the truck and four in the trailer.
No one was killed.

This accident occurred to one of the
trucks in the Government ordnance
recruiting party, which left Raritan
Arsenal on August 4 for an extended
recruiting trip through Pennsylvania.
New York and New Jersey. The train
consisted of twenty-five F, W. D.
ordnance trucks and trailers. On
these trailer« there are machine
shops, kitchens, baggage cars, sleep¬
ing cars, oil tanks, electric lighting
plant, field guns, tanks, spare parts,
trailer and so on.

They average from eight to fifteen
tons In weight. This is the heaviest
train of motor equipment ever sent
out in America. Captain Hutchinson,
in charge, says' that only once in
crossing the Allegheny Mountains did
they double up on trailers, and that
was on one steep pitch where it took
two trucks to handle the fifteen-ton
generating plant. In every other in¬
stance they ran under their own
power.
