| Leaders in Dilemma.

If they obey the court and retreat
from their stand, the leaders are an-
swerable 4o a militant rank and file
—they will be sent to the scrap heap,
and supplanted by others of a more
|radical turn of mind. If they falter
now they will be branded as poltroona
by their own kind—by the people with
whom they have spent thelr lives,
and with whom they must live. That,
at least, is what labor men say. If
they fear for their skins, there are
others in the ranks of the United
Mine Workers who have no fear. That
fact is well known to the Department
of Justice. Perhaps it is poised ready
to pounce upon these men the moment
they raise their hands in grasp of
power.

No labor union ever before has been
challenged to fight the Government
of the United States. No organiged
body of 1nen ever has ventured into
such &n Tnequal combat Not since
the days of the Chartists in England
has the shadow of such a struggle
crossed the path of the industrial na-
tions; not even the recent railroad
strike in Great Britain, forced the
government to take such drastic
action as the mandate which proceed-
ed from Judge Anderson’s court yes-
terday.

Canmot Afford te Fight.

It is equally true that no Jabor

union can afford to fight the Govern-
ment of the United States. If the Uni-
ted Mine Workers are well advised
| they will make a swift and complete
retreat, and live to fight another day.
It is not in the cards that they can
make such a fight as this in the ex-
pectation of victory. For the Gov-
ernment, on an issue which it econ-
ceives to be a threat at its sovereign
ty. has mever surrendered, and never
will. .Coal bins may be empty, indus-
try may be paralyzed, homes may be
cold and disease ridden., but the Gov-
ernment will never hoist the white
flag of surrender to a body of coal
miners whom it has outlawed by of-
ficial flat, and whose leaders it has
cast into jail.
’ But the officials of the United Mine
|“‘urkr-r! have
|termm»d consistency since the first
day of negotiations that all who know
| them expect that they will “stay put.”
The present situation has been antic-
ipated for a week, and positive as-
sertions have been made that Lewis
and his fellow leaders will stick to
their guns to the end. There has not
been a single shred of evidence to the
contrary. There is none now,

In the midst of this mad clash of
forces, which has such a sinister
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overtone of revolution in it sits the
strongest figure in the American la-
bor movement, the dictator whose
power to dictate is rapidly waning.

Samuel Gompers is now sixty-nine
years of age. Vital and dominant to
a degree which amazes his confreres,
he is beginning to bow just a bit be-
neath the solid weight of his years—
and also of his troubles.

There never was a time when he
was so sorely troubled as just now.

He was swept into the maelstrom
of the steel strike against his will
He came into the mine strike almost
as an [nnocent bystander, powerlesas
to lift a finger to turn the leaders
from the goal on which they fixed
thelr vislon. At heart he is conserva-
tive as ever. He does not like to
stake his carefully wrought work of
years on a single throw of the dice.
He knows the tactics which have en-
abled the American Federation of
Labor to rise to its present place of
power. He belleves they should be
continued.

New Forces Arise.

But new forces are at hand., new
passions are working out their will.
Within the past week blows have been
rained upon him without ceasing.

Attorney General Palmer, member
of an Administration which he has
earnestly supported, has revived the
terrors of “government by injunction”
—-labor's chief bugaboo—against one
of the most powerful elements in
Gompers’ organization.

Gompers’ own efforts at compromise
and conciliation have been rejected
by the officials of the United Mine
Workers; his counsels of conservatism
rebuffed. .

The gupport of publie opinion, which
e has courted and won threugh care-
ful leadership of thirty years’' stand-
Ing, has slipped away from labor
Every day he sees antl-labor senti-
ment grow more violent, through
causes beyond his control,

The radicals in his own ranks are
snapping at him more boldly than
ever., eager to shear him of power at
the first good chanece,

as the industry {tself could pierce the
barriers that the steel and iron com-
panies had buflt against the union-
lzation of their shops.

This principle was carried into ac-
tion. Not one union, but twenty-four,
met to form the national committee
for organizing the iron and steel
workers, Their interests ran into
every branch of the industry, from the
men who mine ore,
intricate machinery of production, to
the men who load the finished prod-|
ucts for shipment.

Rehind Labor Unrest.

From these big unions the driving,
force of industrial unrest has come. |
There was a certaln lukewarmness
about the strikes in conservative labor
circles until the Injunction issue came
into the ring. Since that time the
laborites have made every possible
move to force Attorney General Pal-
mer from his attitude. The leaders
hold that the situation was danger-
ous enough in the beginning, with-
out such Issues as anti-strike bills
and injunction measures thrown in.

It is now hardly more than a month
since the national industrial confer-
ence started upon its hopeful, but ill-
starred, journey. The intervening
space has served to emphasize every-
thing that Mr. Gompers sald at fts
resgions, and to make pertinent
Crover Cleveland's statement that “It
is a eondition, and not a théory, which
cenfronts us.” - .
