O'Shea had the third degree under,

guilt that Wan ia alleged to have
made.
Attorney O'Shea attempted to show

that Wan. while held In connection
with the triple killing, had no formal
charges preferred against him.that
he was confined in a room at the
Deisey Hotel with sot sufficient food,
without proper medical attention,
despite his supposed illness, and that
on the first night he was brought to
Washington he was forced to stand
In a circle of detectives, who prodded
him In an effort to extort a confos
slon from him.

Burlingame made a flat denial.

"Isn't It s fact," demanded O'Shea,
"that on the night that Wan was
brought from New Tork to Washing¬
ton he was deprived of food for twelve
hours and taken, to a room in the old
clinic of the Public Health Service, on
Fifteenth street, below Pennsylvania
avenue, and questioned.that he was
forced to stand while a circlc of de¬
tectives sat about him?

"No. that is not true," rejoined Bur¬
lingame.

"Isn't It true that Wan demanded
that he be let alone frequently?"
asked Attorney O'Shea.
"Yes, he frequently asked to be let

alone."
"Did you let him alone?"
"No, not always. Wan was of a

vry vicious disposition. When he was
asked embarrassing questions he
would declare that If he answered
them he would incriminate or embar¬
rass himself. We would let him alone
for a while, then question him fur¬
ther. Sometimes we did n<>t talk
about the triple murder. We would
talk about the war, or any subject to
quiet him.he became so vicious at
times.
"As far as his being sick." Burlin¬

game continued, "I told hiin I be¬
lieved he was sick In the head more
than in the body. Yes, and when he
had confessed to having killed Wu he
shook hands with me and said lie felt
a erreat deal better."

STEAMERS ICE BOUND
IN LAKE MICHIGAN

Tugs Pound Wsjr Toward Imprisoned
Vessels.No Immediate

Danger Feared.

CHICAGO. Dec. 19..Two lake
steamers, the Missouri, of the Michi¬
gan Transit Company, Chicago-bound
from Milwaukee, and the Goodrich
liner Alabama, en route to this cityfrom Grand Haven. Mich., are ice¬
bound two miles off the Government
pier In Lake Michigan today Both
vessels have passengers aboard.
Capt. John Anderson, of the Coast

Ouard. announced that the ships were
In no Immediate danger. Tugs are
pounding the ice In an effort to re¬
lease the imprisoned ships.

It is feared that if the vessels are
not released shortly the weight of the
Ice will crush their hulls.

Congressmen Richard Olney of MiuichusetU called at the
White House today te urge President Wilson ta declare demobilisa¬
tion of the snay complete, and lift the ban oa whiskey atocka ao
that they might be diapoeed of by their mm before the eon-
stitutionat amendment becomes operative.

Olney mada Ma plea aa an original pup.ant of the constitu¬
tional amendment and a worker for ita ratification in hia own
State. He aaid it waa clearly understood by wamhtra of both
Houses that the dealera would be given at least a year to disposeof their goods.

He said that fee whiskey dealers ware ¦ufirlmg opt. every flaw
in the law and would graap at any straw. One of these aUana
might hold, and the eaarse outlined by him wauM prevent costly
litigation, and, he added, "confiscation might result in compensa¬
tion."

Did Not Pledge Aid

to France.

LONDON", Dec. 19. . Comment on

Premier Lloyd George's speech yes¬
terday was of a varied character to¬
day.
The Daily Graphic is astounded

that the premier did not declare that
Great Britain would gv> to France's
aid In case she was attacked, no mat¬
ter what America does regarding the
treaty.
The Telegraph expressed approval

of the premier's Russian policy, and
also of the decision to rush peace
with Turkey regardless of the United
States.
The Daily News sees a necessity of

the house of commons forcing the
premier to live up to the warmth of
his professed loyalty to the league
of nations as a sole hope for the
world.
The Chronicle declared that the

United States should awake to the
danger of Its delay in acting on

p«ace, declaring that it bids fair to
cost more lives than the world war.
According to the Morning Post the

premier's "confessed failure of his
foreign policy, backed President Wll- |
son Instead of strengthening himself
In the Interest of the proposed all!
ances."

"If there is no Russia to make
peace with, it ia curious that there is
a Russia against which to wage an
unrelenting starvation war," was the
comment of the Daily Herald.
The Daily Mail eaid: "We waited

for American intervention which
downed the Hun. Only American co¬

operation can carry us through to
peace. We believe as flrmly as ever
in American generosity and disinter¬
estedness."

"In accordance with the request of

the President as contained in hia
Statement of December 6, the miners
will Immediately return to work with j
the 11 .per cent increaae In wages,
which ia already in effect.
immediately upon a general re¬

sumption of operations which shall
be in all districts, except as to wages,
upon the baals which obtained on Oc¬
tober 31, 1»1», the President will ap
point a commission of three persons,
one of whom shall be a mine owner,
an operator In active business, which
commission will consider further
questions of labor and working con¬

ditions as well as profits of operators
and proper prices of coal, readjusting
both wages and prices if it should
so decide, including differentials and
working conditions within and be¬
tween districts.

"Its report will be made within
sixty days if possible, and will be ac-

cepted as a basis to a new wage
agreement the effective date and dur¬
ation of which will also be determin¬
ed by the commission.

MINERS OBEY ORDER
TO RETURN TO WORK

Big Strides Being Made to Rct>uine
Normal Production

of Coal.

Miners are obeying leadert>' instruc¬
tions to return to work pending in¬
quiry into whether further wage in¬
creases are justified, and big strides
are being made toward resuming nor¬
mal coal production, the Railroad Ad¬
ministration announced today.
"On December 12. 1.058.000 tons of

bituminous coal was produced, equiv¬
alent to 52Vs per cent of the pre-
strike average," it was stated.
"By December 10 this volume had

risen to 1.595.000 tons, or 79 1-10 per
cent of the pre-strike average (based |
on the high rate of productipn during
October) or. in other words. 30."92
cars, a greater amount than the aver¬
age dally producton during the cor¬
responding week in December, 1917,
which averaged 30.000 cars, and it is
considerably in excess of the produc¬
tion during the corresponding week of
December, 191G and 1916.
