AL JOLSON.D. C.-THS
BEING A BIOGRAPHY

Born in Washington, D. C, 1888;
son of a clergyman.
Earned distinction early In youth

a» the star "hooky" expert of his
¦chooi.
Acquired the dialect that haa since

won him fame and fortune by camp¬
ing around the wharves and railrOad
yards watching the negro stevedores
at work when he should have been
studying his lessOns.
Acquired a practical knowledge of

whaling at the same time in the rolo
of "whalee," with father as the ac¬
tive whaler with a barrel stave as an

instrument of discipline.
Made his stage debut as one of a

mob of bad boys In Israel Zangwill's
"Children of the Ghetto," with Wilton
Ljtckaye and Mabel Taliaferro. Im¬
mediately aspired to become a stage
star and marry Mr.bel, but abandoned
both aspirations after a whaling ex¬

pedition to the woodshed with father.
Made his premier appearance as a

showman, singing, dancing and doing*
a monologue as part of the "ballyhoo"
for a horse propelled carousel, or

merry-go-round, on the corner lots of
Washington, assisted by his brother,
Harry.

In 1808 ran away from home to
enlist In the Spanish-American war;
was Rejected because of youth; Joined
a Pittsburgh command as a camp fol-
Tbwer and forming stich a strong at¬
tachment for life under a tent that
he Joined a circus as a clown when
mustered out of service.
Entered vaudeville as a white-

face "hut" act, swung Into burlesque
as principal comedian with several
companies and Joined I>ew Dock-
stader's minstrels.
1910.Returned to vaudeville as a

blackface single.
1911.-Engaged by J^ew Tork Win¬

ter Garden in a minor role.
1913.Featured with Gaby Deslys

In "The Honeymoon Express."
1914.Featured In "Dancing

Around."
1916-17.Starred In "Robinson Cru¬

soe, Jr."
1918.Starred In "Slnbad."
Thus a comparatively unknown per¬

former when he Joined the New Tork
Winter Garden force several years
ago, Jolson has forged ahead in that
brief time to the position of one of
the foremost comedlana of the Ameri¬
can stage. In addition to a larg»
salary and an interest in "Slnbad,"
he Is one of the big sellers of the
phonograph record world, and his In¬
come from all these sources Is esti¬
mated more than $4,000 a week.
