ERA OF POPUIARIIY
Demand for Skilled Performers
Exceed» Supply and Wealthy
Women Like instrument.

Rubinstein once said that "music Is
an aristocratic art.' Th« harp ha«
from e«rly timas retained Its noinan-

clsture of "the royal Instrument." and,
relates the New Yory Evening Hun,
at on· time.bietory mention· fhe
Elisabethen period.It was refused
th« luin ii of fingers which did nOt
clslm royal descent.

In Its many forms, ranging from
the huge Egyptian harp aeven feet
In height to that owned by Trinity
College, Dublin, th« "Brian Boru" of
thirty-two Inchea, along with those
loved by medieval players, bsrds, min¬
strels, "fayre laydles" and others It
held public favor until the advent of
the pianoforte, then Its pouplarlty d«
creased.

New Lea««· Oa Life.
Until a few year« ago the harp,

when it survived at all, was heard
only In the harmonies of folksongs,
marches and hymns. Recently It bas
taken a new lease on life and at fhe
present moment It Is said that the
demand for players far exceeds the
supply, and that no woman harpist
with a fair knowledge of her profes-
alon need go a-begging, and though
the prices paid are not enormous, they
afford a good living wage. Theaters
In New York pay $40 per week and
the road orchestral performers get
from -t<> to $ß?; the harpist engsged
by a church choir for the year gets
approximately the same as the aver¬
age tenor or soprano. One csnnot give
the sums made by vltuosoa, which ere
dependent on their populsrlty.
Many women well known in society

and In other professions are excellent
harp players. Heading a long list of
titled personages one reads the names
of Queen Mary of England and Queen
Margherita of Italy, who are said to
prefer the harp to any other instru¬
ment and to play it pleaslntcly. The
wife consort of the newly chosen
King of Albania. Princess William of
Wled, plays it and "Carmen Sylva,"
her aunt by marriage, was in her dsy
a harpist of royal repute.

ceptionally fine performers.
Many of the virtuoso performers

aro as proud of their specially made
instruments as ere violinists of their
Cremona fiddles. Ada Sassoli's golden
harp hss a surface of resplendent
beauty, and the Instrument of Miss
Morgan never fails to elicit a woi*
of applause, costing $ß00 or $700 mure
than the ordinary Instrument, or
$1.500. A harp sculptured to display
a Grecian design is being made for
Mrs. Max Bendtx. snd one that is
valued at $3,S00 is to be sent to sn
American woman residing in Japan.
In the days of royal pomp and mag¬
nificence, the harp was ornamented
with precious stones and represented
untold wealth. Today more atten¬
tion la paid to tonal qualities thsn to
decorations.
At the present time the American

harp, throughout the world, has
scarcely any competition, in which It
differs from all other of our musical
instruments. The Erard harp manu¬

factured in France, Is practically its
only rival. The Chicago harp.for th«
best ones are made in the Windy City
.are to be found all over the world,
In the royal orcheetra in Moscow.

PEER MADE POSSIBLE
MISS PARLOW'S CAREER

Lord Strafhcona. Patron of Music,
Gere Practical Aid To

Talented Violinist.

Lord Strathcona was largely in¬
strumental In helping Kathleen Par-
low to achieve an artistic career.

Miss Parlow had gone to London as

a child prodigy after she had studied
in San Francisco, but she does not
consider that her real musical de¬
velopment took place outil some time
later.
"You see. I grew a little out of It,'

she said In a recent interview. "I
rather lost Interest In my work and
neglected my practicing, and then I
was urged to hear Mlscha Klman. It
was a cleverly calculated ruse on the
part ot my advisers. They had
counted on its reviving my waning
enthusiasm, and It certainly did. You
see, ? liad really never heard that
particular kind of music. I had been
brought up on severely classical lines
.Bach, Beethoven: Beethoven, Bach.
with once In a great while as a rare

tit-bit. an extraordinary dispensation,
a few bars of Brahms.
"Ther· was nothing for It hut that

I should study with Elman's teacher,
Auer. But how? Auer. was In St.
Petersburg, and besides there was a
lack of money. But I was very for¬
tunate. Lord Strathcona had been
very kind to me. nnd he knew of my
sudden reawakened desire to work.
'How much do you require, and for
how long a tlm·?* I was dum-
founded, but I managed tn calculate,
wondering bewildered what It was
all about. When I told Mm he «aid,
? will give you the money.·
"But there waa atrong preasure

brought to bear against our going to
Russia. Russia was In the throes of
revolution. I was In deadly earnest,
snd somehow it did not seem any¬
thing of consequence to me when a
bomb exploded around the corner, as
It did when I was In St. Petersburg.
I was absorbed, and of course when
you am abaorbed In your pursuit of
¦omethlng that haa grown to mean a
great deal to you, you don't realise
your surroundings. 1 was eighteen
months with Auer. and It was not
.aay work, but my enthusiasm was
then at white heat, for I felt I waa
beginning to see my way clear."
That Miss Parlow did "see her

way clear" her subsequent success
has amply proven. The violinist re¬
turns to America next winter.

SOCIETY WILL PROMOTE
REAL AMERICAN OPERA

¦ Karly In the New Year the Ameri¬
can Grand Opera Association, moat
of whose membera are nationally
known patrons of mualc, will launch
a new movement in aldina American
operatic talent«. The efforts of the
sssoclatlon will be directed toward
the encoursfrement of all-Amerlcan
composers, artist« and allied workers
In the field of muele, and its plans
are being furthered by sympathetic,
public spirited local groups.
The organisation Is planning to

five two short American grand operas,
"The Lea-end" and "ehanewla," in one
performsnee on their prospective tour
throughout the United States. They
have already succeeded within the
i..i two months In arousing the
active co-operation of about forty
cities, through municipal authorities,
cliambera of .commerce, rotary clabe,
local chapter« of the American Le¬
gion, various musical associations
and leading newspapers.
The new venture will be conducted

by an experienced staff of workers.
Charle« Wakefield Cadmsn and

Joseph Brett, composers of the opera·,
will conduct the symphony orches¬
tra.
"The Legend" and "Shanewls" are

not very familiar to people outside
of New York, for these operas wore

produced only st the Metropolitan
Opera House last season, though very
successfully.
An Interesting feature of "Shane¬

wls" Is the appearance of Tslsnla, an
American IfMian around whose life
and personality the opera was writ¬
ten. "The Legend" was composed
for another Amerlcsn songstress.

MAKES OUT CASE

Music Was Enjoyed as Interpre-
tiev Until Error Disclosed

It Wat Not.

A foreign correspondent of Musical
America bring· up th· question of
th« us«, and th« «buse of program
nauaic. In an amusing anecdota. H«
write«:
Kntbuslaatlo concert goer· of mod¬

ern tendencl·« are Invited to take

warning from a "distressing Inci¬
dent" that happened, to Francis Toy«,
th« London musician, who glv«a th·
harrowing datali« la The Nation by
way of making out a ca«· against
program music.

It so chanced that Mr Toy·, ac¬
companied by a friend Ilk«wie· wall-
known to the l...ridnii inualc world,
want to hear the Htravlnaky Quartet
on th« occasion of Its Initial per¬
formance in England. But. let blm
tall the story In his own words:

I .«-Ulla»! 7 Klfc. ll»r.

"We listened with some pUasur«
and « great deal of care to the varl-
oua movements, «nd both decided
n,»? the «econd movement was pecu¬

liarly effective. More especia , we

thought, was the movement un ad¬
mirable representation of what the

program Informed us was the sub¬
ject. To wit, 'an unhappy Juggler
who la distraught with a grief that
»¦e muat hide while he doea hi· little
feats before th« watching crowd. One
hear« in certain glinting tone« the
flash of his tricks, and as a piercing
contrast the sorrow that torture· liim
while h« i« at hi« ««emlng play'.
the story of 'Pagliacci' In essence, If
on« may be allowed to shock the elect
by auch a vulgar reminder. At any
rate, w« were genuinely enthusiastic.
We agreed on the m««terly skill with
which the composer had painted the
Juggler's loathing of his environment,
his complete discordance with his
surroundings. In psrticular, I re¬

member, we admired the translation
of 'the sorrow that tortured him'
Into music. I am not sure we did
not even, momentarily, shsre it.
"Imagine, if you can, our surpris«

snd Indignation when, a couple of
days later, we learned that the order
of the movements had been changed
(an announcement to this effect was,
aa a matter of face, in the program,
but w« had overlooked It) and that
the movement we had so conscien¬
tiously and so proudly admired was, in
reality, the third, which represents
'priests chanting in a church, now In
plain song, now with a hint of the
'Dies Irae.' More than once the chant¬
ing Is discordant, and now and again
the organ has to support them in
their uncertain 'tones.' Cood-by, Jug¬
gler! Oood-bye, torturing sorrow!
Oood-bye, almost everything except
the inevitable discord! That, at least,
remslns unaffected. Plus ca change,
plus c'est la même choae.

Qsms« Waat It Waa.
"To bring this painful story to a

close, It should be noted further that
we purposely refrained from reading
the explanation of what we took to be
the third movement (that Is to say
what was In reality the second or

'Juggler' movement) because we want¬
ed to try to guess wbat It was. We
failed entirely. It conveyed nothing
to us st all. The most we can say for
ourselves is thst even when we later
referred (wrongly, of course!) to our

programs we could mske very little of
It, either, though we tried very hard.
That, at any rate, redounds to out
credit.and Stravinsky's. What a re¬
ductio ad absurdum of the philosophy
of program music!"
This incident, ridiculous snd trivial

aa It, admittedly, may be, doe· raise
a queatton of real Importance, aa Mr.
Toye sees It, and he asks. How far Is
the modern composer entitled to rely
upon a program? Presumably, h« Is
entitled under modern conditions, to
expect the audience to know the title
of bis work. But how much more may
he demand?
