You can buy German marks
for about a cent apiece, less than
a twentieth of their nominal
Taloc. Austrian money is worse,
and that of many countries about
as bad. The French franc has
lost sixty per cent of- its value;
Italian lire have lost sixty-six per
cent.

Even the British pound sterling,
financial rock of Gibraltar, and a

first mortgage on Gibraltar, is a

poor cripple, limping along at
$3 55 a pound. That loss of thirty-
seven per cent in value doesn't
represent the real loss. For gold
in London costs 116 shillings an

ounce, whereas it used to cost only
86 shillings. For the first time in
a hundred years gold is at a pre¬
mium in England. Th<- pound is
actually worth about |3.00. "He
hath put down the mighty."
Just what this means the world

doesn't know yet, but it will find
.tit.

Paper money is only a nation's
promise to pay. When people think
a "nation isn t able to pay, the
value of its money drops like the
"I. O. U." of an insolvent individ¬
ual.
No wonder the franc loses sixty

per cent of its value. FYance
must pay, every year, twenty bil¬
lions of francs, four thousand mil¬
lion dollars, to make up for war

loss. France has one-third the
population of this country, less
than one-third the wealth. If the
United States bad to pay twelve
billions every year, a thousand,
million dollars every month in¬
definitely, what effect would It have
on our credK?
The natiohs of the world went

on a terrific debauch for Ave
years. Now they must pay for It.

Russia, with all her "wild dream¬
ers," seems-to be flnanalally in a

stronger position than many other
nations. Lenlne has taken all the
gold In Russia, accumulating It In
government hands. The endless
billions of rubles printed by Bol¬
shevism are worth nothing. But
that same Bolshevism has under
lock and key a gigantic store of r

gold with which it can do real
business.
Reading that news from Russia

you read also that the United
States has shipped eighty millions
of dollars to Prague, and wonder
if this country can't wake up,
realize that Christmas has passed
and stop playing Santa Claus.

Italian lire may be down, but
the Italian people and Italian cour¬

age are UP. They are going ahead
over there industrially with ex¬
traordinary courage for a nation
that only a few months ago was

chopping down its forests for lack
of coal.
Capronl has built a flying ma¬

chine to carry one hundred passen¬
gers for sight-seeing on the Italian
lakes. The flying machine age is
really here.

As though there had not been
enough violent deaths in five years
of war, suicide has Increased ex¬

traordinarily in all countries since
the war ended.
More than five thousand killed

themselves in this country last
year. While war was raging, the
number of suicides diminished
everywhere. That was because
the war was interesting, people
waited to see what would happen.

"Staggered" Hours for Federal
Workers Urged to Relieve

Congestion.

MT. PLEASANT SERVICE POOR

Commissioner Suggests Build¬
ing New Line to Parallel

Fourteenth Street.

Washington's two tr*ction sys¬
tems, the Capital Traction Company
and the Washington Railway and
Electric Company, were given clean
bills of health today by Commis¬
sioner Kutx, who absolved them from
blame for crowded street car condi¬
tions, when he testified before the
House District Committee in sup¬
port of the bill providing for a

merger of the two companies.
If the responsibility for the rush-1

hour crushes and delays in the oper-1
ation of the two systems rests upon
anyone, Commissioner Kutz claimed,
the major portion of it must be
borne by the Government and the
public.

Blames Government.
Failure of the Government depart¬

ment* to agree on "staggered" hour*,
which would relieve the great con¬

gestion in the mornings and after¬
noons Colonel Kut« declared, ia in
large measure responsible for the In-
ability of the street car companies to
handle more successfully the crowd*
at these hours.
He declared that the Public Utilities

Commission already has written a
letter to President Wilson asking
that the Government do something to
arranges opening hours of the depart¬
ments to relieve traffic congestion.
This letter has been referred to the

chief clerks of the various govern¬
ment departments, he told the com¬

mittee, but no action has resulted
from It.
Nearly all the Government clerks

proceed on the theory that they must
get to their offices between five
minutes to 9 and 9 o'clock, Colonel
Kutz explained. This forces an un¬
usual tax on the capacity of the com¬

panies, which would not prevail if
the designated time of arrival in the
offices were "staggered."

Need New Line T» Sertliwtet.
Commissioner Kutz told the com¬

mittee, which inquired particularly
into traffic conditions, that the Public
Utilities Commission believes the
time has come when the Fourteenth
street line of the Capital Traction
Company must be paralleled by an¬
other line. The great Increase in
traffic during the last year or so. he
said makes another line imperative.
He thought that this line should

be either on Seventeenth street or
some other nearby street running
north and south.
Extension of the Fourteenth street

line so that the Capital Traction cars
would run straight down across F
.treet to Pennsylvania ave. without
going around the Treasury, w-as.an¬
other proposal which, Colonel Kutz
believed would be necessary. He did
not seem to think, however. It would
be advisable to extend the line at

lteferrlng to the failure of the Gov¬
ernment to act on the request for a
standard hour, Commissioner Kuts
expressed regret that the Government
would not yield a little for the sr.ko
of comfort to the traveling public.
When Commissioner Kutz had com¬

pleted touching on conditions on the
traffic conditions in XV aslilngtoi.,

AWAY IN HARBOR AT KIEL
International Naval Commission

Inspects Dockyards.Seamen's
Spirit Unbroken.

PEni-IN, Jan. 28..German war¬
ships of all types, rusting in Kiel
harbor, were seen by the Internatlon
al Naval Committee, which inspected
the dock yards there last Saturday.
The commissioners say there vir¬

tually was no activity of any sort
around the harbor while they were
there. Only two cruisers and four
destroyers were In commission. A
32.OOO-ton battleship, half completed
and untouched during the last four¬
teen months, and other giant vessels,
their armor plates removed and en¬
gines and funnels rust eaten, were
seen .

Will RACE TRAIN

It Runs on Rails and Is Design¬
ed to Replace

Trolleys.

DETROIT, Jan. 28..Henry Ford
announces his new gasoline driven
street car Is almost ready, and he is
so proud of the contraption that he
will let it compete with the Wolver¬
ine, the fast train of the Michigan
Central railroad, in a run to Chicago,
provided the Michigan Centr&l
officials are willing.
The car is now being assembled

and will be ready for a demonstration
which Mr. Ford plana to make on the
Detroit atreet railway system. If It
la successful, and if Mayor Cousen's
municipal ownership plan is adopted
on April 5, It Is not unlikely that
they will become a fixture on De¬
troit's streets.
One of the Interesting features of

the new car ia that apparently the
motors are to be fitted for operation
with alcohol as fuel. This was Indi¬
cated by Mr. Ford's reply to a ques¬
tion about the statement of Henry L.
Doherty, that gasoline driven cars
could not supplant electric ones, be¬
cause the world's supply of oil would
be exhausted In thirty years.

"I am now making the beet fuel my
tractors can use out of straw," said
Mr. Ford, "I've got an inexhaustible
supply of fuel on my farm, over there
across the road. I believe the day is
coming when we will extract the al¬
cohol out of fruit for fuel and use the
rest as food. I'm putting up a $35,000
plant now to manufacture alcohol
from straw alone just to show peo¬
ple."
Mr. Ford exlpalned his car. showing

a four-cylinder rouble opposed horl-'
zontal motor. The motor will give
seventy-five horsepower and will ob¬
viate wasteful pounding of rails. It
Is mounted on ball bearings through¬
out.

It Is light and compact.just as
compaat. In fact, as the present elec
trie mptor on street cars and about
the same sice.
There Is a second motor, which will

develop 150 horsepower. This Is the
one which Mr. Ford expects to use In
the Michigan Central test. It has an
electric sturter and an air compiets-
sor. Gasoline or kerosene can be used
In both motors.

I>eaf springs are used on the trucks,
which are of the double type. They
are so designed aa to receive the mo¬
tor which will be affixed under the
floor of the car and controlled from
a vestibule In front of the car as elec¬
tric cars are controlled by motormen

IRISH AT HOME GIVE
$7,500,000 TO
WAR CHEST

LONDON, Jan. 28..The Dub¬
lin correspondent of the Daily
New* wire# that he in in a posi¬
tion to state that the amount
of the Daile Eireann National
Loan raised in Ireland has now
reached close to 1,500.000 pounds
sterling (about $7,500,000 nor¬
mally). It is understood that
nearly three times that sum has
been raised in the United States.

PRESIDENT PLEADS
FOR EUROPEAN LOAN
Writes to Secretary Glass to

Make Another Urgent Ap¬
peal to Congress.

President Wilson today requested
Secretary of the Treasury Glass to
make another appeal to Cnnrress for
an appropriation of $160,000,000 to be
used Isl relieving starving populations
in PoJa^d, Austria and Armenia.

President Wilson, in a letter to Sec¬
retary Olass, expressed regret that
Congress had not already authorised
this loan.
The appropriation is pending before

Congress. It has been urged by Her¬
bert Hoover, General Bliss and others
who declare starvation will kill thou¬
sands if this relle! Is not authorised.

Text ef Letter.
The President's letter following:
"With considerable regret I have

noticed from the press that Congress
Is delaying the granting of authority
for the extension of prompt snd gen¬
erous relief to the stricken portions
of Europe, the urgency and impor¬
tance of which, especially In respect
to Poland, Austria and Armenia you
have already explained to the Ways
and Means Committee.

"It is unthinkable to me that we

should withhold from these people
who are in such mental and physical
distress the assistance which tun be
rendered by making available on
credit a small portion or oar export¬
able surplus of food which would al¬
leviate the situation. While I am

sure that you must have explained
fully to the Ways and Means Com¬
mittee the appalling situation in these
parts of Europe where, men, women,
and children are now dying of star¬
vation and the urgent necessity for
prompt assistance, I beg of you to
make another appeal to Congress.

Ilea Moral Reapeealblllty.
"I am informed through the pub¬

lished report of hearings before the
Ways and Means Committee that

Congress has now been furnished with
Incontrovertable facts showing the
necessity for immediate affirmative
action.
"This prosperous republic ought not

to bear any part of the responsibility
for the moral and material chaos that
must result from an unwillingness on

our part to aid those less fortunate
than ourselves.
"We can not, merely to husband a

small portion of our supplies, permit
the happening of this great catas¬
trophe.

were pressing hard today on both the

floor. The second is strong disin¬
clination of both to have the treaty
thrust into the campaign.

To be able to employ the Senate

floor as a platform for the deliver¬
ance of campaign speeches would
naturally save both Johnson and
Poindexter a lot of arduous campaign-
Ing elsewhere. They would also be
assured of abundant publicity from
an attentive press gallery.

It is an open secret that certain
Republican leaders of the Senate are
not taking any more kindly to the
Johnson and Poindexter Presidential
booms than are others of the "Old
Guard" Republicans who dominate
ihe party councils. They are flgurlnK
that If the treaty Is ratified and got¬
ten out of the way there will be less
chance of the Johnsons and Pol»-
dexters and Borahs making a cam

paign issue of It.
laeeatlve for Rallleatl*».

Democratic as well as Republican
leaders reallie that ratification wtl!
do more to prevent ths treaty from
being made one of the principal Is¬
sues of the Presidential race than
any other move they can make. They
anticipate that the Johnsons and
I'olndexters and Borahs will strive
to keep the treaty alive as an issue,
even though it Is ratified, but they
are of the opinion that once the
treaty is ratified the attention of the
American people will turn to more
burning Issues like the Inevitable
[cost of living and taxation. This in¬
spires them to renewed efforts to
reach an agreement on the Lodge
reservations.

... .The threat of Senator Hitchcock,
the Administration leader, to c»«rry
the treaty to the floor of the Senate
unless the negotiations for a com-

promise were continued by the bi¬
partisan conference of which he and
Senator Lodge, the Republican Wad¬
