GREEDY DRUGGISTS
FACE LICENSE L0SS

Profiteering on Whiskey Pre-
scriptions Stirs Kramer to
Start Qffensive.

Conscienceless druggists who ex-
tort high profits on whiskey bought
for the sick will have their licenses
revoked, Government officers direct-
ing prohibition enforcement today in-
dicated they may go even further in
such cases and have such druggists
haled before Lhe courts for profiteer-
lug.

A determined poliey for dealing
with druggists was declided upon by
Enforcement Commis-
sloner 'Kramer and his aides, follow-
ing a food of reports of extortion
everywhere. From scores of clties
these reports state drugglsts are reap-
ing from 400 to 800 per cent profit on
whiekey sold omn doctors' prescrip-
tions.

Commissioner Kramer sald today
such profiteers are deserving of pun-
ishmment. The bureau is making a
careful survey of reports submitted
Many revocations of permits to drug-
glsts will result., OQiclals sald they
are irm in thelr purpose Lo weed out
such permit holders among drug ven-
dors. They are willing, they sald,
even to adopt & more liberal attitude
townrd (those druggists who are will-
ing to seli at a fair profit, in order to
protect the public agwinast profiteer-

Ing.

Prohibition officials refused to fix
a fair price at which druggists may
sell, but explained that with the
Federal tax of only $2.20 on liquor
for medical uses, and wholesa'ers
selling to retallers at rock bottom
prices, because of the eagerness of
distilleries to dispose of their unde-
sired stocks, present whiskey quota-
tions at drug stores should not bo
in excesa of $1.76 or., at most E200
4 pint. Even this figure, they =aid,
allows the retailer between 150 and
200 per cent profit
