SOLDIER BONUSMAY
START PARTY FIGHT

Democrats Lining Up Solidly
Against Issuance of Bonds

By United States.

"Officials of the Treasury Depart¬
ment would place the preeent Con¬
gress In a position of being forced
to Increase taxation to pay bonuses
to service men of the world war,"
Chairman Kordney, of the House
W ays and Meana Committee, having
soldier aid legislation In charge, said
today, .

"I see an element of politics In
their recommendations." Chairman
rordney continued. "The co.nmlttee
had nut been driven from further
consideration of the Issuance of bonds
by the recommendations of Secretary
Houston and Governor Harding, of
the Federal lieserve Board, and their
statements as to the probable effect
of a bond Issue on the financial
structure of the nation."
The question of soldier bonus legis¬

lation may be thrown Into a party
ccntroversary, according to members
of Jhc committee. Republican mem¬
bers charge the Democrats grc op¬
posed to granting bonuses. Th-*
Democrats are lining up solidly
against a bond Issue, following the
recommendations of the Secretary 6f
the Treasury.
"The testimony of yesterday should

remove the possibility of the country
MoatliiK a bond issue to pay the
bonus," Ttepresentatlve Garner. Dem¬
ocrat. of Texas, said today. (Jarner
is (he only member of the committee
who lias announced that he opposes
the Issuance of a cash bonus to the
former servico men.
"No one can tell what the condition

of Uie finances of the country will be
m a year or two years," Congressman
I'ordney declared. "The opinion of
Treasury officials as to the wlsdorf) of
a bond issue la the ouinion of the In¬
dividual. There are individuals on

the committee who have their Ideas
on the question, and will press theirs
Just as strongly as the Secretary has
expressed his.
"We have the recommendation of

former Stcretary of the Treasury Me-
Adoo that the country float a bond
issue of 11,500,000.000 to reduce tax¬
ation. If It would be possible for the
Government to float this issue to re¬

duce taxation. It certainly would not
be more harmful to float It to pay the
soldiers," Chairman Kordney said.
The committee will continue Its

hearings for several days, granting
members of Congress who have sub¬
mitted bills for bonus payments op
portunlty to appear in behalf of their
measures.

Against Uad Hills.
Congressman Benliam. Republican.

Indiana, told the committee today he
was opposed to efforts made by sev¬
eral members "to tack land develop¬
ment plans to soldier aid legislation."

"I am in favor of reclaiming the
lands of the West, hut do not believe
advocates of this should use the sol¬
diers as a means of acquiring it,"
li'nham said.

Lieut. Col. Krank B. Kerch, of New
Vork. formerly with the inspector
general's department, opposed the is¬
suance of a bonus.
"The average soldier did not lose

anything by ser\^ng overseas," Kcech
said.

"Eighty per cent of .the Canadian
army spent their money in two weeks,
according to figures given me" Keecli
said.
"How do you know this?" Chairman

Kordney asked. "Isn't your estimate
only a guess?"

"It is my "Information." Kerch con¬

tinued. "1 believe the bonus is un¬

necessary. TTie question of the binus
Influence members of CongresK Men
will support the bonus to get votes."

"I consider that is an insult to
members of Congress," Chairman
Kordney said.

"If the chairman continues to in¬
terrupt witnesses and endeavorh to

Congressman Kainey, Democrat, Illi¬
nois, said.
