With a couple of good table appll-
ancea properly connected, a "table
butler" at the left, a hostess muy be
practically independent and atill en¬

tertain a limited number of (umU.
With careful planning and propar
preparation beforehand, there will be
amoothneaa, eaae, and comfort In the
service.
The dining room table ia net earlier

In the evening. The softly shaded
lights, the luster of th« silverware,
the glimiiier of polished glasses, the
graceful lines of the electrical appli¬
ances add to the festive atmosphere
of the room.

ICieetrtcally ( Mknt Meal.
When the guests have gathered

about the table, the first c-durse may
be celery soup previously heated and
poured while boiling hot into thermos
pitchers, now ready to serve In small
bowls. These bowls are then collect¬
ed on a silver trap that is passed and
returned to the table butler, on the
lowest shelf of which is an electric
plate warmer whence ^ome forth the
plates for the next course. Thia is
already cooking merrily In the elec¬
tric chafing dish in front of the
hostess.
At her right Is a small serving

table containing round radiant grill
.and percolator. The grill Is connect¬
ed and mushrotoms are broiling be.
neath rays of fiery heat divested of
its former soot and smoke. Toast la
made on top of the grill. These
champignons stoved in the lower pan
are extracted and delicately deposit¬
ed on the crisp hot toast, then passed
on the warm plates. The grill Is dis¬
connected and the percolator put on

ciuty with water In the pot and fra¬
grant coffee in the upper container,
so that it may be ready to serve the
small cups that surround it.
After this the table butler contri¬

butes from an upper shelf plates of
delicious chiffondale salad with
cheese, ripe olives and crackers. Then
come In the coffee, little cakes of
pounded almonds and bonbons.

NO FARM COMPLETE
WITHOUT LIGHT UNIT
Modern Plant Offers Solution

of How to Make Women's
Task Easier.

During the past few yf»r«, hun¬
dred* of labor Having inuvhium and
devlaes have been adopted on the
farm, froru plowa to tractora. and
from feed grinder* '« milking ma¬

chines, and the continued uae ha*
greatly lightened the work of the
farmer.
But little haa been done to lighten

the burdens of the farrtier'a wife.
The modern laolated lighting plant,

however, offera a solution for thia
problem of the overworked farm
woman. The "farm lighting unit," aa
It la generally called, enablea the
farmer'a wife to have the moat uaeful
of the comforts furnished In the city
by public utllltlea.
Following the noma of the thlnga

which the farm lighting plant will do:
Supply electric light In 4he home.
Provide safe light for the barn and

other buildlnga.
Provide running water for house

and barn.
Olve power to run amall machinery,
Operate the churn, separater, waah>

ing machine, electric Iron, etc.
The coat and upkeep of these light¬

ing planta la conaiderably low, con¬
sidering t lie comforta and con¬
venience which it provldea. Its
rapidly Increasing use on the farms
signifies Its popularity with the farm¬
er and his wife In lightening the
chores and increasing efficiency. The
up to-date country home is equipped
with one of these farm lighting
plants, and its occupants are enjoying
the comforts and conveniences which
electricity affords.

SEWING MACHINE RUN BY
ELECTRICITY A SUCCESS

Electricity linked up with the flnely
sewing mechanism of the modern
sewing machine assures a rapid sew.
ing service undreamed of by the
housewife of yesterday. The modern
portable sewing machine, cover and
all weighs less than a packed suit
case and can be carried wherever one
wishes to sew. A cord can be attach¬
ed to any electric light socket and
electricity does the hard work.
Women who use It declare that they
get a great deal more work done
with far less fatigue than by the old
method.
Such a machine simplifies sewing

It does the daintiest as well as the
heaviest work. It has all attachments
for all kinds of sewing work, such as
hemming and sewing on lace, piping
with the binder, cross-tucking, ruf¬
fling, shirring and edge-stltchlng.
Suppose a white lawn apron Is to

be made. The first operation ts to
tuck the material for the ruffle and
then insert lace Insertion and lace
on edge of same; second, hem apron
airings and sides of apron: third,
rrather ruffle and stitch it to the bot¬
tom of apron; this Is done in one
operation: fourth, gather top of apron
and stitch it to the band. The total
cost of materials is about 50 cants.
The cost of electricity may be disre¬
garded, it's so slight. The time for
making about three hours. The time
required for making a similar apTon
by hand Is twenty h/Surs.

ELECTRIC KE BOXES
DEMONSTRATE ECONOMY
Ordinary household refrigerator*,

even of the beet make with the beet
Insulated walla, are by no meana a*

effective In saving Ice as might be de
aired.
Three points to remember In pur-

. busing a refrigerator are low tem¬

perature. dryness and sanitation. The
low temperaIur« in average icebox is
obtained by Ire and proper insulation
The Ice compartment should be large
enough to hold at least fifty to sev¬

enty-five pounds of Ice. and should
be Kept filled in order to avoid fluc¬
tuation In temperature, which Is fa -

voruble to the growth of micro¬
organisms that cause food to spoil.
A steady, unfailing cold is funda¬

mentally essential to the preserva¬
tion of foodstuffs, a condition that is
hard to maintain with an Ice-cooled
box for the reason that the cooling
effect of the Ice cake depends upon
Its exposed surface and hence upon
its slae As the Ice cake melts a way,
its cooling power diminishes and the
temperature of the interior of the
box gradually rises.
Uniformly cold temperature below

that obtainable from Ice Is now ob¬
tained through mechanical refrigera¬
tion.

Artificial refrigeration Is not new.

but until recently It las not been
practical to build refrigerating ma¬

chine* of email capacity. Now there
are several machines of a size suita¬
ble for shops, stores, and homes.
These machines serve both for cool-

In* and to make Ice; they are electric¬
ally driven and are practically auto¬
matic in operation. While demanding
a moderate Investment at first, they
soon show practical economy over old
methods of cooling.

| FLASHES USED TO CALL
CLERKS IN LARGE OFFICE
The manager of a well-furnished

modern office found that the sound
of the call bell which he rang for the
stenographer, office boy, or clerk was

a source of annoyancc to himself and
callers to his office. He. therefore,
installed a battery and a set of small
electric lights In the outer office,
which were regulated by means of

push buttons placed on his desk.
In Installing such an outfit small

4 to 6 volt lamps and a battery of
four dry cells may be used. The
lamps may be placed on a panel in
the main office, each lamp designat¬
ing some particular employe; or, if
preferred, the lamps may be placed
on the desks of the employes.

BUZZER WARNS YOU TO
TURN OFF IKE CURRENT
thd you ever hear the story of the

man who left an electric light burn¬
ing on the day he started on a trip
around the world? When he returned
it was still burning.and he had to
sell his house to pay the bill.
There has recently been invented a

switch that makes It almost Impos¬
sible to forget to turn out the light.
It is Intended primarily for cellar, at¬
tic and closet lights, although it is
equally serviceable elsewhere.
As soon as the light Is turned on a

gentle buzzing begins, which is mere¬

ly a combination of an ordinary snap
switch and an alternating-current
buzzer, is easily installed and soon

pays for itself.

Stack Dishes In Electric De¬
vice; Turn on Current;

Work Is Done.

Aak the average housewife what
¦he regard* ai the moit disagreeable,
must hateful task abou\ her home,
and ninety-nine times out of a hun¬
dred her answer will be "washing
dishes."
One widely known woman writing

on what she terms household en¬

gineering declares that the average
woman who does her own work In
her home spends at least an hour and
a half a day washing dishes. At this
rate she spends a total of 548 hours,
or flfty-four ten-hour days, a year at
thin admittedly unpleasant occupa¬
tion.

Yet men In the electrical trade de¬
clare there is no excuse for this
drudgery, since the trade offers a

number of practical and efficient ap¬
pliances which will wash In less than
fifteen minutes all the dishes used by
the average family in a day.
Instead of being compelled to stand

over a pan of hot, steaming dishwater,
the housewife with an electric dish¬
washer arranges the dirty dishes
neatly In tlis washer and turns on the
current. Electricity does the rest. In¬
cluding (he drying of the dishes after
they have been cleaned and sterilized.

That, by the way, la cited as one
of tho big advantages of the electric
dishwasher. Since the hands need not
be put into the water at any stage of
the operation, the water may be con¬

siderably hotter than when the dishes
are washed by hand. *

Consequently the chlnaware, after
having been thoroughly sprayed with
a shower of this hot water, Is thor¬
oughly sterilized, and hence far more

sanitary than if the work had been
done by hand In the old-fashioned and
now antiquated way.
After tho dishes have been washed,

they are rinsed in clear, hot water.
This is then drained off and the heat
within the dishes drives off all the
remaining moisture, leaving them
clean and dry. They are then ready
to be taken out and put away and the
day's dishwashing la done.

ELECTRIC WRINGER IS
BIG AID ON WASHDAY

A great deal hu b««n written about
the electric wubtr which take* moat
of the work out of waah day and all
tha dirt out of clothea, but llttla
atreaa haa bean laid upon tha ewlng-
kng wringer which anablaa one to

wrlnf clothea from one tub to another
at the ume time that other clothea
are being waahed In the waaher.
One of the wrlngera la reveralble

with flue rubber roll*, beat ateel ten-
aion aptinga and a patented aafety
guard; when one la ready to wring
there la no crank to turn, no effort
to be made. Juat presa a lever and
round go the rollera. All that la nec-
eaaary la to feed the clothea through.
The ailent electric carrent ia again

put to aervice to auve muatle and
time. Into the rinae or blue water go
the clothea, then reverae the lever and
back through the wringer they run
with ail the aupplua water aqueexed
out.
Another wringer haa a aafety lock

preventing the wringer from being
atarted under any conditiona unleaa
locked In position and ready for
work. It alao haa the aafety releaae
at top to relieve the load if clothea
become clogged in the rolls.

sum.changes in the original specifications may
mean additional cost. Rightly used, this prac¬
tice of charging for "extras" is perfectly fair to
both parties. It allows you to add features to
your electrical equipment which you may have
overlooked at the start or improvements which
at first you did not think you could afford.

But "extras" may also be the "life savers" of
the irresponsible electrician. If this type of con¬
tractor finds.as is only too often the case.
that he has figured his price too low.here is
the golden opportunity to make up his loss and
then some!

On the other hand, if a responsible and com¬

petent contractor is doing your work you will
pay a fair price and will know that "extras".
if necessary-^will cost in proportion.
