“Five Liberty bonds in the United
States National Bank at Omaha, Neb.,
belonging to the undersigned houry-
handed pon of toil are available to
assiat il defraying expenses of your
righteous campaign to forestall the
campaign of the British to massacre
the Irish people”

Charging that the cable from Eng-
land telling of the confiscation of

Miss Kathleen O'Brennan said such
statements were an insult to the in-
telligence of the American people. “It
is preposerous to suppose that the
Irish boys and men could have gotien
hold of all this ammunition and the
machine guns, They would take a
vear to manufacture, with the [righ
being constantly under the surveil-
lance of the British.”
Doubts Tulk of Massacre.
AMre. Anne Riley Hale, who saw

Senator Moses, said he was very sym-
pathetic always with Ireland and
the demand for Irish freedom. He
said he had voted for the Gerry reso-
lution Lo the peace treaty.

“] am personally skeptical of wyour
statement that there will be a mas-
sacre of the Irish on Monday.,"” said
Senator Moses., “I could not conceive
that any nation of Christian Europe
would perpetrate such a thing. . Sen-
ator France has come to me most
perturbed about the whole affair”
