, 000,000 for the first year and then
sending of from 23,000 to 200.000 sol-
diera to enforce It. according to a re-
Port of the Harbord commission, re-
eetved by the Senate.
The Harbord comralaaion win not

Instructed to make specific recommen¬
dations aa to the flnal action of the
'Tnlted States on the question, but to
outline the favorable and unfavorable
aapneta of the situation. The report.
In the handa of the President, was re.
quested in a resolution passed by the
Senate.
"We would point out that If Ameri¬

ca accepts a mandate for the terri¬
tory visited by thia mission it un¬

doubtedly will do so from a strong
aenae of duty and from a unanimous
dealre, so expressed, at least of its
colleagues In the L.eague of Nation*
Acceptance of this difficult task
without previously assuming guaran¬
tee of conditions will be fatal to

success,'* the report declared.

DM Avoid Complications.
"The United States should make Its

ewn conditions preliminary to the ac¬

ceptance of the mandate for there
are a multitude of Interest* that
would conflict with what any Ameri¬
can would consider essential for the
proper conduct of the country.
"Kvery possible precaution against

International complications should be
taken In advance. In our opinion
there should be specific pledges In

terms of formal agreements with
France and Kngland and definite
approval from Germany and Russia
of the dispositions made of Turkey
and Trana-Causia and a pledge to

respect theme.
"Of particular Importance are the

following:
"Absolute control of the foreign

relations of the Turkish empire.
"The system by which specified

revenues are to be assigned for spe¬
cific purposes are to be decided.

"All foreign obligations of the em¬

pire to be unlfle.d and refunded.
"Those countries receiving prov¬

inces of the Turkish empire to as¬

sume their reasonable share of the
paper currency and their reaaonable
khure of the reparation payments.

"All foreign governments and
troops to vacate territorial limits of
Mandate at dates to be fixed by man¬

datory power.

denial of the republican form of gov¬
ernment.

$50,000 to aid in the light for rein¬
statement of the live assemblymen
also will be Issued by Socialist lead¬
ers, it was announced.

Plaee .' Na4«ral .>*»«<?.
The apot President and Mrs. Wllaon

have aeleeted for the aummer capital
la a place or natural beauty combined
with abaolute seclusion. The eatate
of Mr. Crane, wealthy Chlcagoan and
recently appointed mlnlater to China,
covers the whole of Juniper Point, the
very aouthweat tip of Cape Cod. It
bait s»-a on both aidea, belli* the di¬
viding point between. Bussards Bay
to the weat, Nantucket Hound to the
vast and Vineyard Sound to the aouth.
There i» a thick growth of wooda In
the rear. The Crane eatate la one of
the moat completely laolated alone
this part of th« coaat.
For the moat part the eatate. with

Ita groves of native cedara on the
ground* and lta enormoua boulder*
on the aea front, ha* been left In ita
primitive condition, though the ap-
proachea heve been beutlfied. A long
circling driveway paase* through a

gate In a wall, wind* paat a lodge,
and lead* to the garage and houae,
The houae, or "cottage" aa It la

known here, 1* a handaome three,
atory atructure that wan built half a

century ago and hua undergone nu¬
merous remodelling*. A Japanese
garden patterned after those In the
Orient, a broad lawn, artificial ponds,
* tennis court, a private pier and a

small bathing beach are the distinc¬
tive features of the grounds Immedi¬
ately surrounding the "cottage."

1.MOTB Part* Boat houae.

Facing aouth la a large triangular
lawn, running down to the boat-
house, another feature of the place.
The boathouse la the coole*t nook of
the whole estate, and here the Pres¬
ident is expected to spend much of
hia time. In this retreat are more

than 1.000 books gathered from all
quarters of the globe.
Onn one edge of the lawn near the

houae I* a sunken rose garden. In the
center of which a atatue fountain Is
located. Somewhat beyond thla gar-
dent la the flagpole, with the Stars
and Stripes floating In the breeae.
An especially Interesting spot on

the grounds la the toad stone, known
to Cape Coddera as a trystln* place
and lovara' rendeavous. Sweethearts
of many generations, saya village
goasip, have climbed up the back of
the stontf and. seated upon It, looked
over the Islands sprinkled through
the B«und.

.

A short distance from the toad
stone Is the greenhouse, presided over

by a Scotch gardener. "Jimmle" Good-
fellow. Near the greanhouse la the
huge vegetable patch,from which the
President may have fresh vegetables
throughout the snmfner. Few flow-
«ra grown In America are missing
from the bl* flower garden whtcta
stands near the vegeable patch.

TriaU ( aorta tinllrat.
On the two tennis courts, one of

clay and the other turf, many fa¬
mous American court champions have
played. Miss Marlon Fenno, aecond
In the last United Statea doubles
championship. and her brother.
Brooks Fenno. of the Harvard. 1919.
tennla team, are among those that
can vouch for the excellence of the
courts.

Presfdent Wilson likes golf. About
a mile away from the eatate is the
Woods Hole Golf Club, an elghteen-
hole course swept in the summer by
the cool breezes from the Atlantic.
From the house which sets on the

peak of the vast estate there^ is a
commanding view of Vineyard Sound,
the spot where President Cleveland
fished; the duck hunttng rendezvous
of Roosevelt. Martha's Vineyard; Nan¬
tucket Sound and the broad expanse
of sea that lies between the United
States and the rest of the league of
Nations.
At the top of the house Is a cupola

which it Is believed will be chosen by
thp President aa bis private den.
There Is no better view of the sea
and the cape than up in this "crow's
nest."

Three fluaer Honsea.
For Mrs. Wilson's own realm there

are three dainty summer houses scat¬
tered about the, estate. One over¬
looks Kittle Harbor to the east, an.
other haa Buzzards Bay for its ex¬

panse of view, while a third Is nas-
tled between the two on the bank of
a small pond.
The house Itself Is characterized

as "plain American architecture."
Kach side of the house has porches.
The north side is used for dining
purposes on hot summer days. An¬
other porch has been used for after¬
noon teas. The main entrance is lo¬
cated on the west side. At the imme¬
diate left is a bed chamber with bath.
On the right, with a broad corridor
dividing, there is a large saloon. The
corridor terminates in a great fire¬
place. The second floor contains six
bedrooms and a corridor. On the
west sid<v of the third floor are the
maids' quarters. The big tower Is at
the southwest corner of the shin¬
gled roof. In addition, there are sev¬
eral small tower rooms, from which
the lighthouses of the cape are vis¬
ible.
No spot in New England offers bet-

ter attractions for the most Impor¬
tant personam in the United States.
There is ample mooring for th« Presi¬
dential yacht and for any number of
destroyers. There Is a Government
station on either side of the ample
grounds, while a wireless stretches
Its mast from a spot within a stone's
tTirow of the house. There are excel¬
lent telegraph and telephone facili¬
ties for the transaction of official
Government business. All the wire¬
less business to the high-powered ra¬
dio station at Slasconset, on the Island
of Nantucket, passes through this
town.

Many Notables For Neighbor*.
Although the summer season here

la generally a quiet one. the Presi¬
dent and Mrs. Wllaon will have many
notables for neighbors. In addition to
the host their coming will bring.

The
lower picture shows the view of Martha's Vineyard from the house,
and Rive* an idea of the picturesque scenery which will regale the
President's eye during the long, hot season. The President will
leave Washington, it is unofficially annouced, the latter part of May.

to come bars for the summer. During
the war, when the Mayflower, bound
north to Magnolia to m«et Col. E. M.
House, stopped here, the President
remarked on the beauty of the place.
President and Mrs. Wilson expressed
the hope that some day they could
spend a summer here.

Auto Trip* Possible.
Woods Hole is the terminal of a

branch line of the New York, New
Haven and Hartford railroad. Stops
are made here by steamers plying- be¬
tween Vineyard Haven and Nan¬
tucket. The Marine Biological la¬
boratory is located here. At the la¬
boratory a summer school is con¬

ducted by Prof. Frank R. IJIlie, of
the University of Chicago, a brother-
in-law of Mr. Crane. Neary is the
Federal Fish Hatchery.
The Presidential yacht will be

moored beside the wharf where the
Goeffrey Wbitneys and the Countess
of Yarmouth step out from their
bathing.

Capt. George D. Robinson, formery
chief pilot on the coast guard cutter
Acushnet, and known as one of the
best pilots on Nsntuckct Shoals, has
charge of the bouts on the Crane es¬

tate and probably will be retained
by President Wilson.
There are opportunities for motar

trips about Cape Cod. There is a

long, straight, even tar road to Chat¬
ham, another main trunk line up to
Provlncetown and a third along the
Inside of the cape to Cape. Cod canal
and historic Plymouth.

U.S. PROBE FOR DEALERS
MANIPULATING COTTON

Investigation of an attempt to de¬
press cotton prices through an al¬
leged illegal combination was or¬

dered by Attorney General Palmer
last night.
The Department of Justice Issued

the following statement:
"Attorney General Pnlmer has In¬

structed United States District Attor¬
ney Hooper Alexander, at Atlanta.
Oil. to Investigate an alleged Illegal
combination to depress cotton price*
through the control of differentials
In the various grades of cotton.
"District Attorney Alexander h»s

been Instructed to report to the De¬
partment of Justice in Washington
all of the facts developed in a case

brought by the commissioner of ag¬
riculture of Georgia, the director of
the State bureau of markets, and the
Georgia representative of the Farm¬
ers' Union against live limit* dealing
in cotton.
"The complaint against the cotton

dealers charges th»t they have com¬
bined arbitrarily to reduce the price
of cotton In violation of the anti¬
trust laws. If the facts Indicate a

violation of the Sherman anti-trust
act, action will be taken by the Gov¬
ernment."

VAUDEVILLE TRUSTS
ARE HELD TO BE LEGAL

POLITICAL BOSSES
FEAR CROKERIT

Tammany Skeleton May Rattle
If Property Action Comes

to Trial.

NEW YORK. April 4..The flght
Marled by Richard Croker's children
to deprive him of the control of his
vast fortune has begun to worry
friends and former political associates
of the one-time boss of New York,
and vigorous efforts are being made
today to bring about a reconciliation.

It was intimated that in the course

of a property investigation some old
political skeletons were likely to bs
shaken. and some embarrassing
questions asked unless a settlement
can be made outside of court. Wil¬
liam F. McCombs, counsel for the
Croker sons, when asked about these
reports of political alarm, said he
could not comment on that aspcct of
the case.

In the meanwhile, a vigorous de¬
fense of the character of Mrs. Rich¬
ard Croker. sr.. attacked by the chll«
dren. was made here today by many

prominent Individuals. Martin W.
Mttleton. who was attorney for Sena¬
tor Newberry of Michigan^ declared
Mrs. Croker waa "a well-educated,
gentle, refined *nd talented" woman,

and characterised the attack on her
as "wicked" misrepresentation. Na¬
than Straus, at whose home the for¬
mer Tammany chieftain married the
Indian prlncfcss. said the Cherokeea
are proud of her as "a college gj^l,
poet, lecturer, ranch owner and busi¬
ness woman," arid that her marriage
war not challenged at that time by
the Croker children.
Wlllam J. Connefs, of Buffalo, who

will testify before a Jury In an at¬
tempt to clear his old friend of the
charges of mental Incompetency, de¬
clared at Palm Beach today thati
CVoker's mind "is as sound and ac-
tive today as it was when he was

leader of Tammany Hall, and domi¬
nated New York politics."
"Why, he bought land down here

at $25 to $40 a froftt foot that he has
been selling for $200 and $2S0," Con-
ners said, "and he didn't buy a hun¬
dred feet of It. he bought from three
to four miles. That's insanity, isn't
It?"
