Columbia Company Is Erecting Big

Plant at Orangerillc.200
Engineers Busy On Plana.

BALTIMORE, April 26..George (*.
Smith, secretary of the Industrial
board of trade, haw announced that
the Columbia Graphophone Company
will employ 24,000 men and women in
its Orangevllle plsnt when it is com¬
pleted.

T. C. Roberts, general superintend¬
ent of the Columbia Company's plant
at Bridgeport, Conn., was In Balti¬
more recently and outlined to J. Carey
Martlen Just what an enormous scope
the company hail planned. Mr. Rob¬
erts told Mr. Martien that the com¬
pany has already engaged 200 engi¬
neers alone tn| work on the plans, and
that when tM* plant is completed by
the unit program of construction the
complete graphophone could be turn¬
ed out here.
The program for further expansion

of the plant has not been made public,
but according to what was learned
from Mr. Roberts' visit dry kilns for
conversion of raw materials, shops for
making mechanical devices, needles
ind other essentials will be erected
on a schedule of a unit at a time, each
unit drawing further upon the enor¬
mous army of employes who will
eventually make up the force.
The first unit of the big plant at

Orangevllle Is well under way. The
frame and forms for concrete con
structlon work are up and almost
ready for application ot the concrete.
The home plant In Bridgeport

Conn., employs only tt.oon persons.
This would Indicate that the company
Intends to mske the Orangevllle plant
its largest enterprise.
