Washington officials today are in¬

terested in a report that Carranza's
advisers, at a recent meeting in
Mexico City, proposed that he resign
from the Presidency. The report
reached here through sources un¬

friendly to Carranza.
) Carranza's advisers suggested, ac¬

cording to the report, that his resig¬
nation might stave off American in¬
tervention, which in some quarters in
Mexico City now is greatly feared.

Officials here so far even privately
ltave given little indication that this
Government has begun to consider
possible armed intervention. There
are. however, many forms which in¬
tervention might take besides in
vasion. Lifting the arms embargo is
one. Another would be an economic
embargo by the powers. This would
require prolonged diplomatic negotia¬
tion, it Is presumed. Great Britain
would be willing to assist in an eco¬
nomic embargo, tt is believed, if com¬
merce could be continued with the oil
region on the east coast of Mexico.
To insure this might require invasion
of the oil region by a military force,
it is pointed out, unless the anti-Car-
ranza forces could control the region.

MEXICAN PROBE TO BE
DISCONTINUED SOON

Hearings on the Mexican situation
by the Senate subcommittee on which
Senator Fall of New Mexico Is chair¬
man, will be discontinued in the very
near future This decision has been
reached by Senate leaders in view of
the present situation in Mexico, which
many believe will develop in the early
overthrow of the Carranza govern¬
ment
Senator Fall has returned from the

Mexican border, where he held inves¬
tigations at the various border towns.
"The situation In Mexico at the presfr-
ent time is such that I do not feel
anything should be said relative to
it," Senator Fall declared. "The press
reports are such that conclusions
easily may be drawn."

"I>o you believe the situation will
develop Into the early overthrow of
the Carranza government?" Senator
Fall was asked.
"The committee plans to discon¬

tinue hearings on the Mexican situa¬
tion during and before the Carranza
adminiirtration at an early date," Fall
replied.

Parade Feature* Demons ration.
Reds Make Speeches.Few Dis¬

orders During Celebration.

IX>NDON. May 2.. The greatest May
Day parade in history marked the an¬

nual holiday of labor In London. The
one-day strike was effective every¬
where, and there were, processions
and demonstrations galor, but, ex¬

cept for minor incidents, the day
passed without disorders The au¬

thorities, while thoroughly prepared
to cope with every emergency, had
given the watchword, "Let >m have
their fling.'
The biggest demonstration of the

day was the parade, in which workers
of all trades Joined. Red flags were
flaunted and revolutionary songs were

sung, slrzllng speeches were made,
and thundering threats uttered, but.
on the whole, the affair was a cele¬
bration replete with promises rather
than a mass of protest.

Kadtcal spellbinders were left un¬

disturbed by the thousands of hel-
meted police calmly watching the
gathering of the workers' legion in
Hyde Park.

Altogether between 7.5OO.0OO and
8.000.000 workers were idle through-
out the United Kingdom, it is esti-
mated.
Though there are some fears lest

the railway men carry out their
threats to strike, with rumbling*
among the miners and transport
workers also, there is a general feel-
ing that tomorrow will sec London
resume "businens as usual."

At the services! there will he
guests of honor from all parts of
(he world, including members of the
Diplomatic Corps, Congressmen and
national officers of various patriotic
orders.

Erected on one of the crowning
knolls of the "National Valhalla," the
amphitheater which has orrst nearly
11.000.000 is declared to be the only-
one in the world that has been erect¬
ed "as a memorial to the soldiers who
fought the battles of their country."
Work to secure this amphitheater

was begun fifteen years ago by the
G. A. R.. which petitioned Congress
and after twelve years an approprln-
tion wss secured and a commission
appointed to direct the structure
which will sea tabout 5.000 people
and Is built of pure white Barre
marble.

Attorney General Palmer's tendency

to "view with alarm" the usual May
Day meetings and parades of work¬
ers proved unwarranted, official re¬

ports show. Orderly demonstrations
in many large cities were the vogue,
and were so conducted that secret
service agents were required to make
no arrests.
After going over the day'* reports,

officials of the Department of Jus¬
tice attributed the lack of overt acts
to the fact that the wide publicity
given the Attorney General's "red"
scare, had intimidated the radical ele¬
ments into quiescence.
Of course, the day oould not pass

without having its humorous side. At
least two dozen telephone calls *ere
received at the Department of Justice'
from agitated persons In Washington
who said they had seen a parade of
red demonstrators near the White
House.
