LABOR TO CARRY ESCH
BILL TO CONVENTIONS

Federation Will Ask Republicans
and Democrats to Adopt Planks
Aninlt Railroad Law.

Repeal of the f‘ummlnl Esch rail-
road law and Government .ownershlp
of the railroads will be two of the
main planks In the platform to be
submitted by the American Federation
of Labor to the Republican and Demo-
ecratic National Conventions. It was
learned today.

Following the custom of the fed-
eration a committee will be appoint-
ed at the June lubor convention to
appear at the Chicago and Ban Fran-
clsco conventions with labor's plat-
form demanding in the name of
4,600,000 voters that it be inserted In
the platform of both parties. It is
doubtful whether Samuel Gompers
will leave the federation convention
to head the committee when It goes
to Chicago. It is ecertaln that he
will be chief spokesman of the plat-
form committee that appears before
the Democratic convention,

Records of members of Congress
up for re-election sent to members
of the Federation throughout the
country show the votes of cach man
on the Cummins-Esch bill,

The high cost of living and profi-
teering will have a prominent place
in the federation’s platform.

HAWAIIAN LAND BILL
COMES UP IN CONGRESS

Measure Proposing to Open Home-
steads for Natives Will Prob-
ably Be Passed.

The Hawaiian land bill, which pro-
poses to open as homesteads for na
tive Hawalians the public agricul-
tural lands and to provide a leasing
system for the valuable crown sugar

lands, Is to be brought up in the
House immediately, ahd {ts passage
urged.

It i= stated that unless the bill shall
become a law hefore June the sugar

lande, now held under lease, will be
thrown on the market because of the
expiration of the leases, and may be
bought in by Japan and other foreign
interesta which control the capital
necessary to that end,

The bill providea that these lands
-hnll be continued under lease by the
'government of Hawaii, and that the
revenuea derived from the leases ghall
go toward defraving the expenses of
llo government, and the betterment

|of the condition of the citizens of
Hawail.

NEW YORK, May 2.—Mra Ethel
SBchubert, known professionally as
Ethel Lorralne, of Brooklyn, yester-
day was awarded a verdict of §25,000
by & jury before Bupreme Court Jus-
tice Fawoett, of that borough, In her
sult aguinst the New York Hlippo-
drome Corporation Lo recover $100,000
damages for Injuries, Mrs. SBchubert,
November 9, 1919, while taking the
part of “3 o'clock” in a cloek scene at
the Hippedrome, fell twenly feet to
the stage floor and suffered spinal and
other injuries.

Mrs, Bechubert passed 10 months In
the Flower Hospital and underwant
two operations, after the acecident.
The contentlon of her attorney was
that on the night of the accldent the
ladder was so far away from the dial
of the clock on which Mre, Schubert
was to take her perch, that she fell
In trying to reach it. There was
medical testimeny to show that the
injurlies Mrs. Schubert recelved—she
is now twenty-six—will be perma-
nent.
