He has connected
far tux of them off southpaw pitchers. He has assaulted the pill as

served by Herb Pennock, Dick Kerr, Claud Williams, Carl Weilraan,
Dutch Leonard and Harry Harper, driving the leather far away for the
complete circuit. It matters not a whit to the bambino with the Yankees
that a southpaw pitcher is on the mound. They all look alike to him.
And, as a matter of cold fact, to a good batsman it makes no difference'
whether the pitching is of the orthodox or heterodox type.

I-ast year ltabe Kuth made baseba.ll
tlatory when he craahed out 20
lotne-runa, passing all former recorda
He atanda an excellent chance of bet¬
tering hla own mark before October
rings down the curtain in the b |
ihow. Now of those twenty-nine cir¬
cuit slams, nine came off southpaw
pitching. Practically one-third of his
lomers came when southpaws were
twirling. The average club seldom
. ffers more than one southpaw in
(our pitchers during any per es, so It
ie easily seen that Kuth fa-.-ed far
nore right-handers than left-handers,
»nd yet one-third of hla record was

toinpiled against the southpaw type
if twirling.
Joe Judge, like Ruth, hits from the

wrong si(Je of the plate. When he re¬

ported to TJie Washington club he had
the idea tttat he could not do as well
(gainst left-handers as against right-
banders. Indeed, for some weeks
?lftrk Griffith uaed to pull Judge out
if the. line-up when oppoaing south-
saws. But Judge's speed and field-
.ng ability required his presence la
the game evefy day. Thus he got
plenty of practice against the left¬
handers and gradually got over hla
ridiculous Id^a that he could do noth¬
ing against them.

This spring Judge la the best bats*

nan on the Washington club. He
iteps up to the plato with all the con-
Jdence of a successful hitter. He bat-
lera 'em all, too, left and right hand-
trs with vequal weight. . It means
lothlng to; him that a southpaw ia in
3iere with wide hooks. He looks
»ver every offering and hita one as
fell as another.
Let's look over the list of regulars

kitting for at least .300 this spring
m the American League. Not count¬
ing pitchers, like Zachsry, or pinch
titters like Hyatt and Eddie Murphy,
Ihere are twenty-six players In the
S00 class. Of these twenty-six eight
ire lefthanded hitters. They are Doc
lockston, Joe Jackson, Joe Judge,
(Vis Speaker, George Sister. Sam Itioe,
iarrv Hooper, and Zeb Milan.
Close behind the charmed circle

Tii>o are .JSddle Collins and Babe
Iftfth, both southpay liatsmen hitting
'or more than .290 and certain of fln-
shlng in the .300 class. This merely
joes to show that good hatsmen are

toOd batsmen, whether opposing left
ir right handed pitching. Further-
nore. It is usually a lefthanded bats-
nan who wins the batting crown. In
;eri years only Ty Cobb and Tils
tpeaker have triumphed. Both hit
Irom the wrong side.
