and placed on the market electric
sfiears dr cuttinp tool which has
unique safety and labor-saving fea-
tures. several sizes have been d4--
-veloped. all of the hand or portable
types are adapted to cutting sheet
material from light cloth. retIng Or

silk, up to sheet steel one-ratccnth
inch thick.
The sears is equipped with an up-

to-date electric motor of the universal
type, adapted to run on either D. C. or
A. C. circuits. having a normal voltage
of115, which is usual for electric light-
ing supply.

It has a contrqlling push button
switch in the handle, a separable at
tachment plug for connection to the
ordinary electric lighting socket or a

wall, receptacle. The flexible cord is
seven feet long from the handle to
the plug.

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WATERLESS BATHS
SCENTISTS PREDICT
See Day When Currents of Eleo-

trielty Will Take Off Dirt
Better Than Soap.

The ultra-modern bath room may
not need s. drop of waier. Ver sci-
eatista now see 'the peibility of
making electricity take the place of
water. lo other words, you may soon
be enabled to bathe in "cold fire" by
charging your body with high fre-
quency currents of electricity.

Scientists have announced that the
results of taking a dry bath with cold
Ore by shooting raillions of volts of
electricity through the body are as
efficalous for cleanliness as soap
and water. It is claimed that the
currents throw off all dead sklt, scale
auG dirt clinging to the skin and
leave the bater feeling hithly invig-
orated with his skin'ropy and tingling
as if he had just had a cold shoWer.
Writing in Electrical Experimenter.

Dr. Nikola Tesla pointed out that he
bad performed many such experi-
ments in his Colorado laboratory.

Dr. ' Tesla explained that he fre.
quently stood upon one pole of us
mastodonjo coils while the full cur-
rent was on. He had to stand upon
# metalli plate but was careful so
no siarke jumped from hs body to
other'obj'ects or to the ceiling. Atis
would have meant instant electrocu-
tion.

Dr. Tesla* pointed out that as the
human body has a certain capacity.
it radiated a good deal of energy into%
the surrounding air. Due to .the tre-
mehldous current the sensation was
aanything but comfortable. The our-
rent besting the blood vessels raised
the bodily temperature and' the ex-
periment for this reason alone pould
not be extended for any great length
of time.
During the experiments sparks and

long spark-streams eveloped the in-
ventor's entire body. At the extremi'
ties, elbows, knees, hip bones, nose,
ears, etc., the spark display was most
pronounced. Streams five to ten feet
long would @hoot out from extremities
with a cracklingoise. Due to the ex-
ceedingly high frequencies used, how-
ever, the sparks did neither sting nor
burn the flesh. In the inventor's
words, his body was enveloped in
"cold fire.."

lie also explained that during the
experiments his hair would stand on

end, producing the same effect as if a
large static machine had been used
on the hair.
H. Gernsback. editor of this publica-

tion, describes an experiment made
with a regulation coil of very high
frequency, but of comparatively low
power. Only one kilowatt was used.
The subject. he says. experienced
hardly any sensation worth mention-
ing. Only at the extremities, such as
the ears and the . nose, a slight
prickling sensation, not at all uncom-
fortable, 10as felt. The feet were
wetted with salt water to insure per-
fect contact.
As to the value of these experiments

Mr. Gernaback has this to say:
"As Dr. Tesla points nut, if these

machines come into daily use and duly
invade our homes. It will be possible
for us to have a dry bath, more sani-
tary and infinitely better than our
present water baths. If the current
conditions are right, the body will
throwr off scale, dead skin, dust, and
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dirt particles. hurling them far from1
the body.
"For it should not be forgotten that

the currents travel mostly over the
skin, ridding it of all impurities. But
tiat is not all. The unquestioned
therapeutical effects on the human
body are of great value. not only !

the muscles, but to the entire nervous

systei. The currents by softening
the arteries. make the old feel younger
and the young younger and more ag-
gressive. Women. particularly. should
derive great benefits from future high
frequency dry baths."
