"I am in favor of amending the
army reorganization bill of the last
Congress so that we can put conserip-
tiosa into'effect immediately when an-
other nation makes war on us, or we
declare war againat any nation. That
would be a great guarantee for peace.
"Universal training must be adopt-

ed as a national policy to make this
,plan most effective. I am convinced
that the National Guard, authorlend
by the last army bill, will never reach
authorized strength. Efforts have
been made to build up the guard for
many. month ut it has less than
one-third of it authorized strength
and increases in enlistment are
slight."
The Kahn bill for universal train-

ting was endorsed by a vdt'e of 11 to 9
by the lifittry Affairs Committee
last session, but Democratic members
of the Hogse in' caucus refused to
permit consideration of the measule
at the time although urged by the
Siecretary of War.
