CORNER LOAFING IS TABOO
Three Cops Needed to Keep

Crowds Moving at Thir-
teenth and F Sts.

Kncouraged by the result of their
work last night when every police-
man in town was kept busy enforc-
ing the anti-loitering law, in an ef-
fort to break up the “street corner
flirting” in Washington, officers will
renew thelr campaign tonight with
redoubled vigor.

WILL WAR TO END.

Acting under orders from Major

Harry L. Gessford, who was Inapired
! by articles In The Times, that the
“move on” law was to be strictly en-
forced, the pollce last night began
their active campalign against “mash-
ers,” and will continue the campalgn
until the promiscuous streel corner
loitering and flirting has been ended,
according to those in authority.

Capt. C. E Flather, of Precinct No
1, in which “F" street—the mashers’
delight—is located, gave special in-
structions to his officers before they
went on their beats last night that
no loitering was to be tolerated. The
result was that the usual crowds
which hang around the corner drug
stores and olher buildings were miss-
ing.

THREE OFFICERS NEEDED,

Three officers were necessary 1o
disperse the crown at Columbia road
and Fourteenth street, and to keep

{ them moving during the evening. The
* corner has long been one of the
mashers' favorites,

Thirty-five officers, from Captain
Flather's precinct, which takes in
practically all of the entire down
town section. patrolled the streets
from 4 o'clock until midnight last
night, and no loitering was allowed,

The change in schedule was especi-

; ally noticeable at Thirteenth and F
streets—generally conceded to be the
prlncipal “hang out" of the “mash-
‘era Three officers were stationed
at this corner, and absolutely no
loitering was allowed.

WOMAN ASKS ADVICE.

A woman, holding a copy of The
Times, carrying a story to the effect
{that no loitering was to be allowed,
appfomlwd one of the officers and
,uked “Are we not aliowed to stand
' gn the street dorners any more?"' The
policeman smiled as he shook his
head, and answered: “Don't you think
it looks much better to move on?"

The anti-mashing campaign, which
is being conducted through promoting
an anti-loitering campalgn, and which
was brought about as the result of
public opinion expressed by various
prominent Washington men and wom-
on In Interviews in The Times, is
creating more interest than any cam-
paign that has been waged in Wash-
ington recently.

From all parts of the city—from
men and women—Ilelters have come
to The Times, some commending and
others deploring the campaign.

THE TIMES THANKED.

One woman, who signs herselfl “A
woman who wants the liberty of the
streets,” commends The Times for
bringing the matter to the attention
of the police, declaring that as "tax-
payers and wage earners the women
‘of Washington should be allowed to
wilk the streets at any time unes-
vorted."”

The majority of the letters are from
women, and takos sides with Mrs.
Sarah V. Farling, Washington's frst
policewoman, who was the first to
come out in favor of an anti-mashing
campaign, and Miss Gertrude McNally,
of the Federal Employeg’ Assoclation,
who declares that it is- not the girls’
fault if men will flirt on s&treet cor
ners, They deplore the attitude of
Mrs. Mina C. Van Winkle, chief of
the Women's Bureau of the Metropoli-
tan Poliee, who has said that unes
corted girls should not walk the
streets at night, and “that the girls
are to blame for the general flirting
because of their immodest dress.”

Lutherans Want Children Sent
From Classes to Churches
for Instruction.

WANT FERIODS SET ASIDE
The Washington Board of Educa-
tion and the heads of the publie
rchool systems In every State will be
asked to set aside certain periods of

the school day each week Iin which
the children will be sent to thelr re-
spective churches and there be taught
the rudiments of thelir religlon,

Every effort made to bring about
the teaching of religion in the publie
schools in the past has besn unsuc-
cessful because of jealousy betwéen
the various religious denominationas,

It was suggested that religious in-
struction In the schools be given so
as to Include all religlons, but this
was abandoned as impracticable,

Under the proposed system, which
the convention |ls expected to adopt,
the end sought will be accomplished
without running counter to any of the
old objections of churchmen,

ESSENTIAL TO CITIENSHIP,

CHureh authorities maintain that
religious education is the basis of
genuine morality and is necessary to
the attainment of the highest degree
of ¢ltizenship, But since the Consti-
tution of the Nation and various
Stutes fully recognize the principle of
separation of church and state, there
has been & woeful lack of opportunity
for growing c¢hildren to obtain re-
liglous instruction In any place out-
side the home.

It is pointed out tht about 50 per
cent of the children of America do
not receive any direet religious in-
struction whatever, ginee only 43 per
cent attend Sunday school and only 6
per cent parochlal schools. Thus, the
amount of instruction in religion of
those who do not attend these schools
is entirely out of proportion to the
opportunities offered in secular sub-
ects.

The plan has heen adopted already
in some sections, in recognition of

New Order by President Will
Fill Vacancies in Department
By Promotion.

President Wilson has {ssued an
Bxecutive order making changes in
the regulations governing the ap-
pointment of postmasters at firet,
second and third class offices, the
Civil Service Commission ahnounced
today.

The principal change in ths pew
order provides for the filling of post-
master vacancies through promoetion.
It will be the duty of the Postoffice
Department to decide whether or not
it wishes the vacancy filled through
promotion and to make a nomlnation
for the position

The Civil Service will then give
the usual tests, mnon-competitively,
and if the nominee meets them he
will be certified for appointment. If
he fails, an open competitive exami-
nation will be announced which, un-
der the new order, will be open only
for those who for the past two years
have lived within the dellvery of the
vacancy office.
