CAN SEND MESSAGE
AROUND THE WORLD

;First Wireless \Plan to Accom-
plish Feat Built in France
' By Americans.

SAN FRANCISCO,  Oct 31L—The
first wireless plant to send a mes-
gage around the world is American-
made throughout.

The great station named after La-
fayette is located at Croix d'Hins,
near Bordeaux, France, and was con-
structed at a cost approximating $14,-
000,000,

The electrical equipment was
manufactured by an American con-
cern {n the laboratories at Palo Alto,
near here,

Each of the eight towers of the
| statlon is 820 feet high and 1.300 feot
apart, surpassed in height by only
one steel structure in the world—the
Eiffel Tower in Paris.

The Navy Department of the United
States started construction of the
station during the war to safeguard

communication between this coun-
try and France, UConstruction wuas
stopped when the armistice was

signed and the large naval detail in
charge of the work was recalled. At
this time three pyramidal bases had
been erected. France offered to pur-
chase the station if the work would
be completed by America’ An Amer-
jcan steel company won the contract
and used an army of 800 men in its
construction, Three of these men fell
from the dizzy heights of the tow-
ers and were instantly killed,
Wooden scaffolding uwsed in the
consgtruction of the towers could be
carried away handly by one man.
