It is all too ambitious for the
United States. All we can hope
for here is to stop a little of the
public stealing and profiteering.
Voters of Michigan defeated, two

to one, and wisely, a proposition to
abolish Catholic parochial schools.
The Constitution of the United
States guarantees religious free-
dom, including the right to say,
think, and teach what you like.
Whoever wants a private school

for his children because he thinks
public schools not sufficiently "re-
fined" is entitled to his private
school, as long as HE pays for it.
A man who thinks the public

school unsatisfactory, because it
teaches facts that are accepted
and does not teach religion, about
which citisens disagree, is 'en-
titled, at HIS expense, to main-
tain a school that will give his
children any and as much re-
ligious teaching as he choome,
whether It be Protestant, Catholic,
Mohammedan, Jewish, Christian
Scientist, or Zoroastrian.
The important thing is that no

man or church should interfere
with the public schools, that no
public funds should be appropriat-
ed for anything EXCEPT Ameri-
can public schools on the American
plan.

LONDON Nov. 5-Three civil-
lans, one of them a woman with a

biby in her arms, were shot in, Ire-
land today, according to advices
fron Dublin. The woman, Mrs.
Ellen Quinn of Adrahan, County
Galway, was fatally wounded. She
expected to become a mother again
withiR a month.

WAS SEATED ON WALL.
Mrs. Quinn was seated on a low

stone wall in front of her home
when a police lorry pased. A shot
was tired, entering her stomnach.
The lorry passed on without slacken-
ing. The wounded woman staggered
to the porch of her home, where she
collapsed.
A messenger was hastily summoned

for a priest to administer extreme
unction. While the woman lay dying
another lorry passed with the police-
men firing. Neighbors who had gath-
ered at the Quinn home fled to the
fields in terror.
According to word received in Dub-

lin from Galway, Mrs. Quinn told the
priest that she saw two lorries com-
ing down the road. The first shot
that was fired struck her.

BRITISH EXPLAIN SHOT.
News of the wotanding of the wo'

man was cognmunicated to the Irish
office. Sir Hamar Greenwood, chief
secretary for Ireland, said that the
police probably fired in anticipation
of an ambuscade and that Mrs. Quian
was likely hit by a stray bullett.

Quinn home in Gaiway had preached
a strong sermon only last Sunday de-
nouncing murders by the Black and-
Tan police.

early in the day.

IN CALIFORNIA
Will Ask for Injunction to Pre-

vent Application of Alien
Property Act.

SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 5.-The
overwhelming majority registered
by California voters for the anti-
alien land law foreshadows a des-
perate legal battle by the Japanese
to have the law nullified by a court
decision.
The intention to take action is regis-

tered in the local Japanese newspaper,
"New World," which says:
"Our country, on the ground that it is

not clear whether Japanese are eligible
or not, is going to appeal to the courts
for an injunction to prevent the ap-
plication of this law to Japanese."

It declares "whether Japanese sub-
eets can be naturalized is a question
which has never 'been decided by the
Supreme Court of the United States ;
therefore we wish to have the enforce.
ment of this land law! upon the Jap-
anese prohibited. If they are eligible
to citisenship well and good ; if they
are ineligible to citisenship we shall then
turn to the appeal on the ground of

unconistitutiona'lity."

AS HARDIN'S AID'

George B. Christian. jr., for six

years secretary to Senator Harding. a

resident of Marion. and an intimate
friend and neighbor of the Hardinga.
is said unofficially to be slated for

the important position of private
secretary to the President in the new

administration.
Mr. Christian. who was formerly a

democrat and, as assistant clerk.
called the roll of delegates at the
democratic national convention that I

nominated President Wilson in Balti-
more in 1912. His residence is next
door to the Harding home in Marion
and the Christian home has been used
this summer as the office of the Hard-
ing campaign headquarters.
No official announcement of the

selection of Mr. Christian has yet been
made but it is probable that the an-
nouncement will be forthcoming in a

few weeks. Some talk has been afloat
of a different selection but Senator
Harding and Mr. Christian are per-
sonal friends, they have worked and
fought politically together. and under
all the circumstances it is to be ex-

pected [r. Christian will be named.
Mr. Christian is one of the party

who will accompany Senator Harding
to Texas and the Canal zone.
The Christian family has long been
prominent in Marion. The father of

George Christian. Jr., is Col. George
Christian, a- well-known veteran of
the Civil war. Colonel Christian is a

Harding man but has always been a
Democrat.
The eldest son of George Christian.

Jr.. is Lieutenant Warren Christian. a
West Point graduate. He is now aide
to Major General Grote Hutcheson at
Camp Meade.

It is redognised that the position of
secretary to the President is one of
extreme importance. It ranks in im-
portance, as a matter of practical
fact, with the foremost offices of the
Cabinet circle. Indeed, an efficient
and up-to-date secretary to the Pres-
ident can do more to make the ad-
ministration a success than a Cabinet
official. The secretary to the Pres-

ident is in a sense an assistant pres-
ident.
