in "The Famous Mrs. Fair," and one
few Washington theater patrons will
care to miss. First, there are Henry
Miller and Blanche Bates, neither of
whom needs introduction here, and of
whom it is sufficient to say they
are at their very best. Next. is a
skilfully constructed, well-baltanced.
logical and convincing play by James
Forbes. author of such successes as
"The Chorus Lady." and,"The Travel-
ing Salesman." Finally, there is an
opportunity to see Margola Gilmore
as Sylvia Fair, give one of the best
delineations of adolescent character-
ilation ever seen in this city.
Mr. Forbes has not sacrificed the

verities to the end his characters
might say smart things-though there
are many bright lines, bright even to
the point of the epigrammatic. The
purpose of the play is to show the
effect of the war on an average well-
to-do American family, the member.
of which participated in the strugglein varying capacities.
Nancy Fair. ambulance driver in

France, is the member of the family
whose outlook on life experiences the
greatest change. Nancy ham had a
taste of freedom from the restraints
of domesticity, and seems unable to
slip backeinto the old routine, while
her husband and son endeavor with
every means except physical violence
to persuade her to take her old place
as one of the pampered, sheltered sex.

It is the struggle of Mrs. Fair to
continue an independent career which
leads to misunderstanding and mis-
fortune in the Fair menage. though
it appears to the audience that the
exercise of a bit of common senpeo
by the contending parties would easly
smooth out the difficuIty.

irs. Fair returns to find her home dis-
organized in her absence. Blinded by the
flattery which is heaped upon her, she
remains ignorant of what has hap-
pened while she was away and al-
lows herself to be persuaded in un-
dertaking a coast-to-coast lecture
tour.
While she Is away her husband bi-

comes involved in a dangerous affair
with a pretty widow, her young
daughter, with no one to advise her,
embarks on an unwise love affair and
her son becomes engaged to a girl
whom his family have never met.
Mrs. Fair returns home just in time
to adjust matters.

5o certain is Mr. Forbes that there
is no danger to domestic existence
in the emancipation of woman. that
his audience is inclined to take a
rather humorous view of the troubles
of the Fairs. though there was last
night a touch of arerbity in the ap-
plause from the school marms and
bachelor girls in the balcon% when Mrs.
Fair hurled dcfiance at her husband
and signed a contract for a lecture
tour when expresliy foi-bidden to do
so.
So far, the modern note failed to

elicit other than an amused tolerance.
It was not until the happiness of the
young daughter was at stake, a situa-
tion old as civilization itself, that the
fIrst touch of tragedy a'rept into the
play.And in this tragic bit, the authir
providese the answer to the whole
business of woman's place in a re-
constructed world. The "Famous
Mrs. Fair," fresh from distinguished
:-ervlce on the battlel.-Ids of Europe,

petted, admired. flattered. the uccessfulb.cturer throughout the States, wal'
the first to see it.

If offered a a strictly amateur
Production. me would be inclined to
throw the mantle of charity over its
frailities and commend the playersfor their evidently sincere efforts to
make it a success. but "Heigh-Ho"makes no such claims and hence.
Judged by strictly professional stan-
dards, it is far from satisfying. In
the calm reflection of the morningafter. one is very much inclined 0wonder just what it was all abo t.

It is a blending of the fantagtic
with the spectacular. in many ways
original, yet lacking that indefinable
something that in low-brow terms to
known as "punch." Certainly, a
costuming is gorgeous and its at-
tings. representative of the highly
futurist art, startling.

It claims a plot and attempts to
carry it through, yet that plot. if at-
tempt were made to describe it, con-
sisted entirely of a seargh on the partof all characters for a mystic box,
supposed to contain all the best things
in life, which was deposited at the
front of the stage by the Jester at the
start and which remained unnoticed
until just before the final curtain.
when it was found to be empty.
There is a long musieal program.

but few volees to exploit it, nor are
its numbers of that quality to be long
remembered.
Three dance numbers are offered by

The Tinnin Dancers and contribute
bright spots to the program. These
are "Peacock Dance." I"allet of the
Amazons," and "Geometric Ballet."
The latter is a distinct novelty, pre-
sented on a dark stage, and gives the
impression of a group of Tom Pow-
ers' celebrated "Joys" and "glooms" in
animation.
An obstreperous curtain that Just

refused to be drawn was an un-pro-
grammed feature of the first act, and
for nearly five minutes the frantic
efforts of several Pierrots and stagehands to make it tractable vied in
competition with the efforts of a groupof the players to put over a song in
"one." When sexeral members of the
audience. attempting to divide attention
between the two. were at the pointof nervous exhaustion. the curtain
succumbed to loud bursts of applaus-.
"Heigh-Ho" is notable for the prettyfaces of its chorus which puts foith

its best efforts throughout.
Doubtless, much time. rioney and

effort has been expended on the pro-
duction for which duo credit should
be given the producers. Put it is a
lamentable fact that "leigh-Ho,"
nevertheless, fails to bear the hill
mark that is the stamp of a profes-
sional success.
As an amateur production it would

be rated a highly commendable enter-
priec.
