The Marquis of Gariabroke is the

oldest of the three children of Prin-
cess Beatrice, the youngest child of
Queen Victoria, and consequently Is
a first cousin of the King of Eng-
land. His father was the late
Prince Henry Maurice of Batten-
berg, who was admiral in the Brit-
ish navy when the war broke out,
andf who resigned his commant
owing to the intense anti-German
prejtidice which devploped against
him. It was this distinguished gen-
tleman who was a much feted guest
at both the British and the German
embassies in 'Washington in 190M.
During the war the very name of

Battenberg became so offensive to
the English people that the fam-
ily anglicized it into Mountbatten,
giving up at the same time all Ger-
manic titles and affiliations. The
Marquis of Cariabroke then ceased
to be His Highness Princess Alex-
ander Albert of Battenberg, and in
1917 was created the Marquis of
Carisbrooke, taking his title from
Cariabroke Castle in the Isle of
Wight. his mother, Princess
Beatrice. being governor and cap-
tain of the Isle of Wight, and gov-
ernor of Carlsbrooke Castle. The
young marquis was in the royal
navy from 1902 to 1908, becoming a
second lieutenant in the grenadier
guards in 1911. He served in the
great war, rose to the rank of cap-
tain and later Joined the staff.
