Artist Better in Second Group.
Zimbalist Gives Feast for
Techincians.

Certaln names in the music world
have a sort of magic that brings
masses of music lovers to hear their
music message. Buch was the joint
recital given yesterday dafterncon st
Poll's Theater by Alma Gluck and
Efrem Zimbalist, when soprano and
violinist flled the theater to capac-
ity, with one of the largest stage
audiences of the season for this con-
oert of the Becond Philharmonle
Course presented by Mrs. Wilson-
Greene

Alma Gluck has a certain warmth
and magnetism that puts particular
charm Iinto her songe, and her allve
rhythm when she Impulsively sways
a* she sings-——though other singers
could not use It so safely-—-brings
vitality to her Interpretations that
Is & part of her personal self.

NOT IN BEST OF VOICE,

Yesterduy Mme. Gluck was not In
the best of volce, so that It was not
until she reached her second group
of songs, the HRusslan and French
rongs, that the real Alma Gluck
came forth, Tenderness she has,
shown In the Russian Cradle Song of
Zimbalist, and she made much of the
Paladilhe “Psyche,” which is a lovely
thing. But in Rachmanioff's great
song, “The Anawer,” a tightness of

throat, that brought whiteness to
the volce, somewhat hampered Iits
fullness, as It did in Brahms' “The
Message."”

But songs are messages, and in a
sirffple appeal to the beautiful, Mme,
Gluck put impressive tenderness into
that little encore song, “A PFerfect
Prayer,” and gave delightfully the
“Carry Me Back to OI' Virginle,"
“The Little Gray Home In the West"
and “Sing Me to Sleep,” which capti-
vated her audience, even if the eru-
dite find them obtrusive in a classic
program. The diction of Alma Gluck
Is a model,. whether she s giving
the pure joyousness in Haydn and
Mozart, or that little prayer begin-
ning “Dear Lord.” She was ably ac-
companied by Miss Eleanor Scheib.

ZIMBALIST A CLASSICIST.

Efrem Zimbalist make= one feel the
chaste and perfect form of the classic
composers. He gave the Mozart Con-
certo, a major, in a manner that
brought authority to his freedom of
how and varlety of expreasion. The
two cadenzas were In part creations
of Mr., Zimbalist, who as composer
brought folk songs out of Russia both
in a song, given by his gifted wife,
and in the “Russian dance” that he

played for encore, with ite deep
voiced wall and its tempestuous
dance, »

The gypsy strain in music for

violin, that East Europe quality, came
suddenly inte being with Mr. Zimbal-
ist at the close of the “Carmen”
fantasy—Bizet-Sarasate, Mr. Zimbal-
ist* rather etherealized, in its varia-
tions, the temperamental story of
s n,” making it violinistic in
the “Habanera,” and disclosing ite
abandon and lure only at thé final
strains. He played also a Drigo
waltz

As joint artists, this unusual couple
are mated In music as well as In life.
When they gave together the Saint-
Saen's “Le Bonheur,” the opening
part, with voicé and violin alone, was
gingularly sympathetic and very
lovely, the richness of Massenet's
“Elegie” contrasting with the senti-
ment and sweetness of “Fiddle and
I Mr. Balaban at the piano for Mr.
Zimbalist was a clean-cut, apprecia-
tive interpreter.

RUBINSTEIN CHORUS
BEGINS NEW SESSION

Sings to Appreciative Audience
At Masonic Auditorium.

The Rubinstein Club, a chorus club
of women's volces, gave its first con-
cert of the season last night bhefore
an appreciative audience at Maasonie
Auditorium. The club gave an inter-
esting program of choral numhers un-

der the direction of Claude Robeson,
and presented as soloist one of the
younger group of opera sopranos,
Myrna Sharlow from the Chicago
Opera,

Miss Sharlow is gifted with a rich
and big soprano voice and in opera
arias she was very pleasing, singing
the Verdi “Arietta” from “The Mask-
ed Ball,” with charm and style and
some delightful vocal effects. She
gave, too, the “Jewel Song"” from
“Faust" effectively, but her youth
atill holds her to an exact expreszion
that gives to much of her singing the
effect of the “Doll Song” in the “Talesm
of Hoffman.”

'how it could happen that the negro

spiritual, “The Old Ark's a Movarin® "
could be given, as her accompanist or-
dained, in the manner of the modern
negro “rag” ig a strange lack of un-
deratanding. For folk music, a=
classlec music, has its laws.

Miss Sharlow has the warmth and
volce to achieve much in opera. She
is still a student, As encores she
gave much pleasure by her gracious
manner in the “Lilac Tree,” arranged
by Clutsam, “My Love's a Muleteer,"
and “Her Dream"” by Frank Waller.

The chorus, true to its tradition of
always Including Rubinstein on Its
programe, opened with the Rubinstein
“Music of the RBpheres” with an ex-
cellent soft approach and with clean-
cut phrasing and good ensemble. It
had to repeat several of its numbers,
the “Valse Triste” of Hibeliua being
particularly well rendered, with Ita
crisp staccato, and a rich Impressive
crescendo that rose and faded away
in a well balanced harmony. There
was a vitally contrasted rendition of
the “"Lonely Wood" from "Amadis” by
Lully, and a tripping, light interpre-
tation in a Venetian Folksong.
