UNWARRANTED

Naval Court Declares U. S. 0f-
ficer Slain By Japanese
Was “Blameless.”

Lieut. W. H. Langdon, engineer
officer on the United States cruiséy
Albany, who was shot and killed by
a Japanese sentry at Vladivostok,
was the victim of an “unwarranted
attack.”™

This was the verdict of the United
States naval court of inquiry whose
report on its investigation of the

shooting has been received by the
Navy Department,
LANGDON WAS BLAMELKSS,

Lieutenant Langdon was blameless,
the court of inquiry found, The evi-
dence also substantianted the dead of-
flcer's ante-mortem statement that
the Japanese sentry fired the fArst
shot,

The report on the findings of the
court of inquiry came to Secretary of
the Navy Danlels from Admiral
tileaves, commander-in-chief of the
Asiatie Meet, wt the same time the
State Department was getiling the
Jepanese government's officianl ne-
knowledgement of its protest aga nst
the killing of Langdon. At Lthe State
Department It was sabd:

“It I8 nothing more than an &ac-
knowledgement of our note of pro-
test, and the Japanese government
itself does not regard this reply as
one designed to close the Incident.”
