PUT WOUNDED
BEFORE BONUS

Legion to Ignore Popular Wel-
fare Until Disabled Men Get
“Square Deal.”

Proper care for disabled soldiers
comes before the bonus.

This is the sentiment expressed
today at the first session of the na-
tional executive committee of the
American Legion, which began a
three-day session at the Washing-
ton Hotel.

RELIEF FOR 22,000,

The big fight of the legion for the
present will be for good and careful
attention to be given the wounded
exsoldiers, and to this end every
member of Congress will be approach-
ed in the next few days by officers
of the legion to see what steps can
be taken immediately by Congress to
obtaln relief for the more than 22,000
men who are in Government hospl-
tals,

One of the chief alms of the plan
in to consolidate the three bureaus
of the government which have in
charge the care of disabled veterans:
the War Risk Insurance Bureau, the
Public Health Service and the Federal
Board for Vocational Training.

According to statistics in the hands
of the Legion, about 1,800 men are
being admitted every month to the
government hospitals for treatment
of diseases due to the war. The
figures show an alarming increase in
tuberculosis cases among men who
have been gassed in France, and also

It was showh that according to
Government statistics, about 12,000
men who are under the medical care
of the Government are placed in the
wrong environment, This is particu-
larly true, it was sald in the mental
cases.
