If labor sometimes seems unrea-
sonable, as in.certain aspects of the
railroad fight, it should never be
forgotten that it is fighting for all
the progress of seweral decades.

It is convinced that under every
specific move of capital at the pres-
ent moment there lies the' same pur-
pose—the breaking down of labor

joint action, the introduction of the
“open” shop to unions.
INSURE AT LOW RATE.

A most terrible fact has just come
to my knowledge. There have re-
cently been formed, both In this coun-
try and in England, strike-breaking
companies. They deal with the
smaller employers. The blg ones do
not meed them. The big ones can
insure themselvea.

These companies will insure an em-
ployer for as much as he makes, or
more. They insure him at & low rate,
Of course, after he has taken out
such insurance he tends to become
more arbitrary, less concillatory with
his labor. Therefore, strikes become
more likely.

A question Immediately occurs to
vou: If the insurance itself tends to
increase the risk, how can the com-
panies afford to give low rates? No
doubt you have guessed the answer to
the question at the moment you asked
it. They could not afford it if they
were run -on legitimate Insurance
principles. They can exist only as a
screen behind which the blg employ-
ers, in the present determined drive
against labor, are willing to guaran-
tee the smaller employers if they also
will join in the fAght. These strike
insurance companies are nothing ex-
cept one more club of the big employ-
erg to beat unionism to death.

MINERS' CASE IN COURT.

The aspect of this war that we have
mosat vividly before us at the moment
is the railroad situation. Is it to be
wondered that the unions were bit-
terly disappointed when the, roads
passed back into private ownership?
What they saw as a result to them
was not a question of Iimmedigte
wages, but a great step in the r
against them.

There is now before the Supreme
Court a case in which there will prob-
ably be upheld a verdict for $660,000
sgainsat the United Mine Workers.
There will also be §50,000 damages. A
large part of the funds of the miners
have been tied up in the litigation.

The members of the mining unions
are becogping frightened., Many of
them are resigning from the .unions.
They foresee theig personal savings
being attached, l.nn they think it safer

property conceptions where they
clash with the effort of labor to im-
prove its standards of living.

The attempt being made all along

the line to break down collective bar-
gaining is undoubtedly looked on by
the more Bourbon capitalists as a re-
turn to freedom and equality. Their
idea of fair and equal bargaining is
for an enormous aggregation of capi-
tal to act as a unit in making terms
with John Smithski, a helpless ningle
laborer. A diplomat the other day
told me a short story that fairly rep-
resents such conceptions of equality.

A darkey was selling something
that he ecalled rabbit sausages. The
food inspector came by.

“Well, Sambo,” he said, “what you
got in them rabbit sausages?’

“I'se got »rabbit in dem,” sald
Sambo.

Ag far as the rallroad aspect of
the, fight between capital and labor
is concerned, it cannot he doubtel
that labor finds its best hope In tne
imminent collapse of private owner-
ship. i

Some of the leaders have been
holding conferences with a few of
the more enlightened bankers, and
they are inclined to think that
these bankers prefer some such pld™
as that I have outlined in previous
articles to the financial collapse
tnreatening private ownership, wi'h
theg consequent huge loss to the
owners of the stock and bonds,

The bankers are the persons who
will decide in the end whether to sup-
port some carefully worked out plan
of Government ownership before it is
too late, or struggle on to a finish
and a total loss.

I was talking yesterday with a man
whosge grasp of rallroad facts has
made his name a household word.
He conceded that the fallure of the
roads to make good since they went
back to private control ad many
legitimate excuses. He thinks they
are inefficient, but also handicapped
by the fact that rates are made for
them, by water competition and by
the nonmovement -at present of the
most Juerative freight, such as coal
and ores, He sald:

“The one thing I cannot forgive
them for is not knowing when they
were well off. The war gave them a
chance to get rid of thelr troubles
and save their investment and they
had no more sense than to cry for
their roads back again. That is
their incomprehensible error.”

This valuation wil]
be for a period of time, one or two
months, to be fixed by the general
board of apprgisers and will be based
on the average wholesale price for
a given period.

Where the imported article does
not enter Into competition with an
American product and no American
wholesale price can be ascertalned
the fixation of the American wvalue
will be left to the board of ap-
praisers with general directions how
to ascertain the value. This may
be the wholesale price of the article
In the country from which Imported
computed In American money stand-
ards, plus the costs of transporta-
tion, Insurance and similar charges.

These cutlines of the legislation
are tentative. They have been pre-
sented as a basis for the law and
were being whipped Into shape today
by the drafting expert of the House,
nssisted by the Treasury and Federal
Trade Commission experts, With ‘he
bill before them Monday the commit-
teemen will sit down to a careful an-
alysis of each provision for the pur-
pose of making additions, corrections
and changes until they shall have
agreed on a measure that may stand

Beethoven Sonatas to Na-
tional Audience.

It is seldom that an artist can All
the double capacity of interpreter and
lecturer so graclously” as did Mm
Olga Samaroff at what she disclaime
#8 a "lecture-recital” on the Sonatas
of Beethoven, given as the ninth of
the Ten-Star Series of concerts !n the
T. Arthur Smith course at the
National Theater yesterday afternoon.

The very personal and intimate un-
derstanding that Mmé. Samaroff im-
mediately established between her-
self and her hearers, made this very
comprehensive expansion of the grand
master of music, a real glimpse into
the way an Interpreter thinks and
feels about the master work to be
re-created in sound.

Above all, she urged that music
lovers wage a war against that
American term “highbrow™ that the
men particularly use as excuse for
rejecting the “lofty In art, that cul-
ture which myst become a part of our
national life.

So in her ethoven It was essen-
tially the “humanity” that she
brought out, the “emotion,” defining
it as that “indefinable thing that all
ages have in common.” But foramost,
personally, she finds here nothing
sensual, no sentimentality—things in
which the moderns have almost over-
stepped the bounds,

The sonatas Mme, Samaroff chose
were two of the early ones, erxproess-
Iing “Youth,” then the great “Appas-
sionata”™ which with all its. mystery
and “storm snd stress” represented
“maturity,” and finally the opus 110,
veritably an apotheosis, of wspiritual
beauty and of that superb life sermon
Beethoven preached, by overcoming
tragedy of life with an herol: cheer
and joy, indicated in tone.

Buch an exposition, so full-orbed In
its scope, found its illustration in the
rarest of playing. Mme, Samaroff,

tracery or figures, brought out the in-
finite variety of the Beethoven modu-
lations, his diversity in phrase and
that compelling flow of sound and
idea into which the player must put
his own self, rendering It dull or In-
spirational.

“Rococo” she used for the'opus 49,
Noa 1 and 2, charming staccatos, a
hunting phrase, Its echo, etec., ete.
Strangely searching was her transition
into those deep strains, as of some
mysterious fate, in the opening of the
Appassionata. Masterfully given in
smooth technique, there were moments
of tears In suspended emotion as she
went into the melody of the andante,
with covered tones, harped arpeggios,
firsg =oft, then dominant, as the temp-
est "developed in gripping chords,

Truly there mre all things in Bee-
thoven, when so richly painted in tone,
The Sonata 110, contemplative, rem-
inlscent, was filled with liquid beauty,
while the loveliness of the repeated
“arioso dolente” was seemingly im-
provised with an indescribable charm
of rare feeling, That fugue, the nrtia.t
described as the “Greek chorus,” truly
supplemented that arioso whose tone
values, rung out singly, will remain
as a potent sollloquy as if from Bée-
thoven himself,

The Beethoven march, “Ruins of
Athens,” was given for encore, and
finally returning to & half-empty
house, Mme, Samaroff gave exquisite-
ly the Brahms “Intermezzo,” vaguely
and as though in contemplation, leav-
ing her hearers with a spell upon
them, reluctant to renew the routine
of the passing day.

Such surely is= the mission of
music, As its emissary Mme, Sama-
roff proved her point in rejecting the
advice of managers, who, feared a
‘Beethoven program,” and in bringing
the human Beethoven as an uplift and
delight In life, JESSIE MacBRIDE.

BALBOA, Panama Canal® Zone,
March 19.—President Porras of the
Republie of Panama held a long eou-|
ference last night with about fAfty
of the foremost political leaders, and
he is expected to send a reply to Bec-
retary of State Hughes' warning
note this afternoon.
