POET DEFENDS
BANKER'S

Calls Attack on Baby “Absurd.”
Stands by Tribute to Half-
Breed Guide.

BUFFALO, N, Y., March 26—H.
Phelps Clawson, poet friend of the
Stillmans, has no desire to withdraw
his lyric tribute to Fred Beauvais,
the Canadian guide accused by James
A. Stillman. / -

‘His eulogistic poem “To a Man's
Man" appeared in privately printed
volume of poems entitled “First
Poems by H. Phelps Clawson.”

WILLING TO HELP HER.

Young Clawson, who was a guest
¢f the Stillmans at their lodge in
Three Rivers, Quebec, before the

btreak between the banker and his
wife occurred, made further revela-
tl(onn concerning the cas¢ today.

Speaking of his contemplated testi-
mony Iin behalf of Mrs,
Clawson said: .

“It is true, as Be.nuis says, that
Mrs. Stillman néeds no defense. But
row that the matter has come to a
head, I am ready and willing to . go Lo
New York and help her.”

Clawson is depended upon by ths
defense to give testimony which will
establish the parentage of Guy Still-
man, twenty-elght-months-old son of
Mrs. Stillman. On this point he said:

“I will prove, and it will be cor-
roborated by another man, that James
Etillman was living at Pleasantville
in January, 1918, Guy was born in
November of that year. In Jaouary I
was stationed at the aviation camp in
Mineoal and I ran up to Pleasantvills
to pay a visit to the Stillmans.

“I distinctly remember meeting and
cn’stting with Stillman on that occa-
#fon, and the letters I wrote to my
mother, now dead, will prove it be-
yvond any doubt. How, then, can he
expect to get away with the assertion
that he was not living there at that
time?

SAW NO IMPROPRIETY.

“While 1 have a deep affettion for
Mrs, Stillman, I wouldn't want it te
be misconstrued. Platonic? Na, not
that. Some people might understand

the ‘tonic’ part, but couldn’t get the
‘plato’ part. No, it is just
rooted feeling, the same that most
everybody has for her who knows her
well.

“She made me see the finer things
of life; she made me what | am today
and I am happy and proud of her
friendship. ¥

“As for the outlandish charges link-
Irg her with Beauvais, they are sim-
ply ridiculous. A Ane, upright fellow
he is, and I know down deep Iin my
Feart he never entertained an [m-
proper thought of Mrs, Stillman., 1
had ample opportunity to observe
them during my trip to the Canadian
woods in 1918, and 1 can truthfully
ray that | never saw the slightest act
on the part of Fred or Mre. Etflithan
that the most prudish could comstrus
as improper.

“Naturally, he entertained the high-
o=t respect for her and a warm re-
gard, and | believe he wounld lay down
his life for her. But it was the same
for all others who came In conta~t
with her. As I said before, to know
the woman was to feel for her

“It |s perhaps true that she an1
Fred journeyed together alone in the
woods, but what of thal? You
wouldn't expect a retinue of servents
to go along. Mrs, Stillman was fond
of outdoor life, and ofttimes it wasn't
posgible for servants to accomrany
her on these trips. They were una--
customed to smowshoes and couldn’t
stand the rigors of the hikes she lyved
to take.

“But even if she and Fred did tike
it alone, it Is not fair to insinuate
that there was any wrong in It. Of
course, an evil-minded person could
stretch the imagination, and tha* is
what has been done. Then it was an
easy matter to bribe servants at S*ill-
man's, the Stillman lodge at Taree
Rivers, Quebec, and have them pre-
pared to testify to anything demaaded
of them. - Mrs, Stillman could havc
rebribed them. but she wouldn't stwoop
to such a thing.

SHE FIGHTS CLEAN.

“The fact of the matter is she fights
too clean. 1 have often sald to her
she Is too fair in her wordly battles«
for you know you can't kill a skunk
with worde. You have to run a knif»
through the pest. But that was her
way, fair and square in everytaing
ghe ever did, and now she is repaili
with calumny and the most damnable
charges {maginable.

“But the basest of all is the aceu
sation coupling her name with Fred's.
Perhaps she was interested ip tha
primitive In Fred, but I know ZQ re-
ceived no more attention from ner
than any other person employed bv
the Stillmans. She was just kind to
him, that's all. ;

“But I am glad that publie senti-
ment is with her. Thoee who know
her can readily understand the abso-
Jute absurdity of the charges, and it
is a foregone conclusion that all her
friends will rally to her aid. I, for
one, will do everything within my
power to blast these evil accusations.
When this woman, whom I charac-
terize as the most wonderful woman
in the world, at any rate, the most
wonderful woman I ever met, is &0
grossaly insulted, it is no more than
right for us to forge right to the
front for her.

“She suffered In silence, and per-
hape the world will never know the
agonizing moments she has spent. But
it is ine¢redible to think for a moment
that there could be the slightest jus-
tification in Stillman's charges re-
flecting In the paternity of Guy.”

Guy is used as a weapon against
his lovely mother by the head of the
National City Bank. who would disin-
herit the little fellow and cut him
off from the Stillman millions.

Now if James A. Stillman was able
to carry out his divorce plans, In
which suit he accuses his wife, Anne
Urquhart Stillman, of infidelity and
her child of having no right te the
family name, he would be free to
marry “Mrs. Florence Leeds."

Such a marriage would make the
now jllegitimate Jay Leeds a legiti-
child, heir to millions, and Guy Still-
man, |llegitimate, left penniless.

Thus one baby is pitted against an-
other for good name and money.

Infuriated at the wife, whom he ae-
cuses, but who is said to have tried to
hold his errant love, James A. Btill-
man finally broke with her and
named a gulde of the North Wooda as
& co-respondent.

Such aecusation would be calculat-
ed to make & woman suffer, but more
cruel than such allegations was the
stigma of illegitimacy cagt upon her
innocent baby.

STILLMAN STRUCK FIRST BLOW.

According to a reliable mource of
information, it is alleged that BStill-

man became enraged at his wife's

plan to regain his love by taking
him away from distractions in this
city. 8he planned with his business
associates that he be sent abroad to
help with war relief work. This
plan of Mrs. Stillman followed her
discovery of the reported affair with
“Mrs., Leede” The banker became
suspicious of the plan and struck
back with a suit for divorce before
Mre. Stillman filed the suit agreed
upon.

And deepest cut of all, he struck
at the love she bore for her child,
Guy, the youngest, the baby of the
family.

But can #tillman use Jay
epite fence against Guy.

See what the law says:

“In the absence of restrictions in
the xtatute, legitimation places an
{llegitimate child, as far as inherit-
able blood is concerned, on the same
footing as offspring born in lawful
wedlock. This status of the child
will obtain everywhere .and no act
or statement of the father or mother

| can thereafter change IL”

And:

“The general. eurrent of modern
authority favors the doctrine that
where an lllegitimate child has been
legitimated, such legitimacy follows
the child wherever it may go and
entitles it to wll the rights flowing
from such statute, including tha
right to inherit.”

HOW LAW DEFINES LEGITIMACY.

Thus would little Jay Leeds, if
once made legitimate, in the event
of the possible marriage of nis
mother to the financier, have - the
right to inherit some of the Wall
Street fortune,

Legitimacy is defined as:

“A child l= presumed to be legiti-
mate until the contrary is shown.
n case of conflicting presemptions,
that in favor of legitimacy will pre-
vail. Every child born in wedlock
Is by law presumed to be legitimate,
even though It may be shown also
that the wife during the time was
gullty of infidelity.”

Therefore, assuming that James A.
Btillman was able to prove the
charges of infidelity he makos
againgt his wife, still thatswould not
necessarily denote that Guy Stillman
is mot legitimate,

Continuing with quotations
the law:

“The fact that an assumed legiti-
macy hap’ remained uncontroverted
for a great length of time strength-
ens the presumption regarding 1t.”

Why has Stillman suddenly de-
cided that Guy is not his child? The
child I twenty-eight months old.
Does mot the fact that Stillman did
not from the first contend that the
boy was not his son seem to
“strengthen the presumption regard-
ing it"—that s, the boy's right to
his name?

“Where the circumstances are
such as to glve rise to a presumption
of legitimacy, those who assume the
fact of illegitimacy have cast on
them the burden of establishing it"

HOW CAN HE GET PFROOF?

How can Stillman prove his charges
against Guy, co-defendant in the di-
vorce suit against his mother? Seien-
tists deny that he can, even by blood
tests. The Jaw says:

“In order to render testimony ad-
misgable to overthrow the presump-
tion of 'legitimacy it must have a
tendency in a respohsible mind to
establish some clrcumstance which
is regarded as sufficient for thia pur-
pose. Mere reputation of a wife for
unchastity, especially where such
reputation was before marriage or

from

Without Mug
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other, through the battle which

|after the birth of the child, has no
such tendency and is Inadmissable.

“As a rule the declarations or ad-
missions of husband or wife concern-
ing children are inadmissable to
prove the illegitimacy of $uch child-
ren.”

Unless Mr. Stillman can cite some
circumstance which “{s regarded as
sufficient for this purpose” his deo-
larations will be of no avall

Neither the word of this mam nor
that of his wife will prove the ille-
gitimacy of their children.

Guy against Jay—and both entwined
in the armes of the law.
