I Championships in Few
Months.

In the
comparatively brief period of time
since the Walker law went into ef-
feot Rickard has staged five world's
championship conotests in the famous
arena, in four of which the title-
holders retained their honors. In the
other battle the title changed handa.

Jack Dempsey defeated Bill Bren-
ran in a bout for the world's heavy-

3| weight championship.

Jack Britton vanquished Kid Lewlis
in a struggle for the welter cham-
pionship of the world

Benny Leonard stopped Joe Wel-
ling and Richie Mitchell in tussels
for the world's light-weight crown,
and Joe Lynch wrested the bantam
sceptre from the hands of Pete
Herman.

MADE 0O'DOWD-WILSON MATCH.

As the promoter has succeeded in
matching Johnny Wilson, world's
middlewelght champion, with Mike
O'Dowd for a bout at the Garden
next Thuraday night, this will make
the mixth world a championship bcut
withn a few months,

The only champion who has refused
to defend his honors n Madiscn
Square Garden is Joanny Kilbane, and
he is one of two American chamlouns
who do not hold wor'd's titles,

Battling Levinsky s still the light
heavywelght chamvion of Amerlca,
and it is not unlikely that when he
regains fighting for be will get a bout
in the big arena. At resont the RHat-
tler Iis qualified to enter a fat man's
race, with poor chances of winning.

Levinsky was the world's lignt
heavyweaight champlon, but he lost (o
Carpentier under the auspices of the
International Eporting Club.

EJIGHT CLASSSES IN PUGILISM.

At the present time there are eight
classes in pugiliam, but the filywelght
division In this country has been neg-
lected. Jimmy Wilde has had the
world's title in this class for many
years, and it is questionable {If we
have at the present time a 112-pound
boy capable of dethroning the cham-
plon. It does not follow that because
a big, strong bantam like Pete Her-
man stopped the Walsh midget that
any of our flyweights can turn the
trick.. At the same time Wilde has
unquestionably deteriorated, and It
would be an excellent plan for Rick-
ard to hold an elimination flyweight
tourney in the Garden and mateh the
winner against Wilde.

It will be a long time befors any
matchmaker equals the record hung up
by Tex Rickard.

American Men-and Wonién Plan
to Invade Britain and
France.

CHICAGO, April 2.—International
contests among the world's greatest
golfers are in prospect for the coming
summer in a series of tournaments
starting on May 23 with the British
amateur event at Hoylake and ending
with the women's national champlon-
ship at Hollyhood Golf Club, Deal,
N. J., October 3-8,

A number of American women as
well as men are planning to invade
England and probably France, wnlle
the British coterie expect to try to
retain the American open title won
last year at Inverness Club, Toledo, by
Edward Ray. Some British amateurs
also plan to have a try for the Ameri-
can title, now held by Chlck Kvans,
for the second time, when that event
Is staged at the Bt. Louls Country
Club, September 17-24,

The American pllgrims thus far an-
nounced are Captain Fownes, Bobby
Jones, of Atlanta; Max Marston, of
New York, and Nelson Whitney, of
New Orleans. Others will likely join
these four, and even Evans and Gard-
ner may reconsider. A number of
American professionals also are plan-
ning to go to Europe, but the person-
nel is not yet definite,

WOMEN SEEK FOREIGN TITLES.

American ‘women Aare more eager
for a chance at foreign titles, as eight
excellent players are at present listed
to eross the ocean after European
golf trophies. They are Miss Alexa
Stirling. of Atlanta, national cham-
pion; Miss Marion Hollins and Mrs.
W. A. Gavin, of New York, the latter
a Briton by birth; Mrs. R. H. Barlow
and Miss Mildred Caverly, of Phila-
delphta, and Miss Elaine Rosenthal,
Miss Edith Cummings and Mrs. F. C.

Next on the program is the British
open at the fountainhead of golf, Bt
Andrews, June 20-25, but it is un-
likely the American amateurs open
at Le Touquet, June 27-28. The Amer-
ican professionals who are planning
to try for the British title are ex-
pected to take in the French event
almo,

It will ba some two weekn after
these foreign contests before na-
tional American meets will start with
the amateur championship of the
Western Golf Association at the
Westmoreland Club, Chicago, July 11-
16, when Chick Evans is carded to
defend, for the fAfth time, the ‘itle
e won from Bobby Jones last Yyear
at Memphis. Bob Gardner |is also
planning to play in this meet for

1the first time in several years.

NATIONAL OPEN TOURNEY.

On the heels of this championship
will come the national open at Col-
umbia Club, Washington, July 18 to
21, and then there will bs a rest of
a month before the Canadian amateur
champlonsghip Is staged at Winnipeg,
August 22 to 27, The Trans-Misais-
sippl contest will furnish golf for
Western players during the interval
with a meet at Denver, August 8 to
13.

The women's Western champion-
ship will be ' played at the same tima
as the Canadian amateur, using the
Westmoreland club, Chicago, and the
international open championship of

the Western Golf Association, billed
for Oakland Club, Cleveland, will
overlap both struggles, coming on
August 24 to 26

The premier event of the year, the
amateur championship of the United
Htates Golf Assoclation, at St. Lou‘s
playved for the first time west of the
Mississippl river, will take place
September 17 to 24, starting on Sat-
urday and taking up eight days un-
der the new plan. 'This scheme allows
gixty-four to qualify on the first day
with all match play at thirty-six
holes from Monday to Saturday, in-
