of National Capital Post, No, 127, V.
of F. W., the Vets drafted a resolu-
tion voicing their indignation against
the alleged discrimination. Commit-
tees to investigate c¢onditions in the
Government departments were Aap-
pointed. If the truth of the charges
are borne out, the national legisla-

The veteérans recommended that
laws with severe penalties for all
department heads wlilfully commit-
ting any act discriminating against
ex-service men.
