foxes on the Island of Ugak. miles
of Kodiak Island. in the Paecio
eeese. near the Alaskan coast.

53 T.T agerty went to Alaska dur-
Ing the-gold rush of '07, and after
ekperieseing various shades of, for-
tens decided .that fox farming is a
better method of making money than
adisng. On. Olsen, his partner, ar-
rived at, Ugak Island on a bit of
driftweed after being shipwreeked
in 'lIP, and has never left the north
land.
The two boaght the entire Wland,

emsisting of about 10,000 acres seven
years ag0 and "piahted" three pairs
of silver grey foxes. These have
multiplied until sixty pairs now roam
their land. and within two years the
two "old timers" 'epeet to sell ffty
pelts each spring.

Nalferty arrived in Portand/ a
short time ago with sixteen pelts to
be disposed of, add will return to
Alaska in a few weeks. They ex-
pect to make their permanent home
in Ugak.

Ijalferty I. United States Commis-
sioner at Kodiak. and Olsen now does
most of the work on the ranch.
"For ten months of the year he is

the only human Inhabitant of the
island," said Xalefrty. "But it is a
life he loves.
"Our main trouble is with eages,"

Halferty continued. "They swoop
doews and carry away the fox pups
when they are too young and small
to protect themselves. Olsen devotes
,maet of his time in the spring and
early summer to killing these eagles.
This spring we shipped sixty-ive
pairs of eagle claws to - Juneau, for
whiek we received afty cents each
in bounty. Olsen spends the rest of
his time patrolling the island against
native hunters who attempt to land
and trap the animals we are farm-
lng."
One might get the idea that these

animals are domesticated, but they
wander over the island at will, and
must be trapped just a though they
didn't live on a farm.

OW3 PAfR WORTI $1,a.
"We hired two native trappers dur-

ing the winter," Halferty ,xplained.
"paying them $50 a month and 66 a
pelt bonus, in addition to their board.
Thus far we have not been compelled
to feed the foxes, as the island is
well stocked with game and fish drift
into shore with the cross currents.
When a large whale goe ashore it
provides food for the foxes for at
least six months."
At present market quotations a

pair of young silver grey foxes, alive,
are worth =1.500, Halferty said. Na-
tive Indians capture the fox pups and
raise them from spring until fall
when they are old enough to sell and
place on the farm. The animals mate
during February and the young are
born in May.
There is only one other fox farm

in Alaska. on Middleton Island. near
Valdes. It is the larger of the two.
but Halferty hopes within a few
years to raise as many bearers of
Milady's furs as the Middleton Island
farm.

AERIAL AND LAND MAIL
ROUTES TO BE TESTED

NEW TORK, May !5--Ts opare
the time that may be made in transit
by aireraft in the future and the time
now required for a letter to go aroad
the world.

The letters
going by the routes north of the
equator will be remailed by. the ceoa-
missioner of the World's Board of
Aeronautical Commisisioners, Ine., in
England. Ceylon, and Japan. The let-
ters going by the routes south of the
equator will be remailed by the com-
missioner In England and New Zea-
land. An air route north of the equa-
tor around the world is 22,1O0 miles.
The World's Board now numbers
ninety-three members In seventy-five
countries and colonies of the world.

INVENTS LIFE-SAVER
WITH SAIL AND RUDDER

PARIS. May 18.-A lifebelt, to which
has bees -attached a propeller and sail,
has been invented by a Frenchman,
M. Mercorenli, and has passed severe
tests successfully.
The propeller is worked by an ar-

rangement like an entarge$ sewing
machine handle fixed en an upright
bar.
There is a saddle on which the ship-

wrecked mariner will sit, his head
just protruding through the lifebelt.

Presumably, all he has to do wheet
his ship goes to the bottom is to seat
himself on the queer machine--which
looks like a hobby-horse-and then
drive it to the nearest shore.

the propeller becounp too much, he
hoists his sall and bts hack at his
ease.
