Passage by the Soue of a peace

resolution. expected the latter part
of next week, will clear the House
calendars of all important legislation.
exoepting the 'tariff and "venue re-
vision bills. and the reapportionment
bill.
The tarif bill is to be ready. for

action by the House the middle of
June. It is expected that at least
three weeks will be requited to get
it to a vote on Anal passage in the
House. The bill will go then to the
Senate where, reports have it.' so
many changes are t be made that
it will be practically rewritten.

It has been found impossible for the
House and Senate to reach a basis of
agreement on the reaportienment
legislation based en the census of
population for 1930. The Rouse pass-
ed a bill increasing its .iembership
to 408. Or forty-eight more than the
present membership. Under the pro-
posed plan Maine and Missouri would
have lost representation.
The bill was opposed in the House

by members who objected to any in-
crease in the present ale of the
House and by others who wanted
the increase as few as possible. When
the bill reached the Senate the House
delegations who were hurt under the
Hoese plan appealed to their Senators
and the latter have held up the leg-
islation until the present time.

FEDERALPAY BILL
GETS BOOSTFROM
BUSINESSEXPERT

Fred Telford Tells Congressmen
Sterling Measure. Will Straight-
en Kinks In Departments.
An earnest plea for the plan of re-

classifying Federal employes. con-
tained In the 'Sterling-Lehlbach bill,
was made by Fred Telford. of New
York. an expert in personnel adminis-
tration. before the joint House and
Senate Committee ow Civil Service
yesterday.
Admitting that the bill has some

defects and saying that Jhe classifica-
tions adopted by the j61nt Congres-
sional eommittee on reclassification
should not be made statutory. Mr.
Telford declared that the bill In the
main represented a great advance
over the present Federal system.

"I do not think the classifications
should be enacted into law." said Mr.
Telford, "because they are constantly
changing, and because new positions
must of necessity arise from time to
time. I think that the joint Congres-
sional Commission report should be
left largely as a manual for the guid-
ance of the Administrative agency
that has to put reclassification Into
effect."
Mr. Telford said that the plan of re-

classification contained in the Wood-
moot bill had. not proven satisfactory
In Canada, where a similar plan had
been tried out. He added that it left
a wide scope for favoritism and dis-
crimination, and was not a scientific
classification in any sense of the word.
As to the salary fpature of the Ster-

lng-Leihlbach bill, Mr. Pelford said
that he thought they were in the main,
fair, that there were a few minor
changes that he would recommend.
He stated that the salary range in the
Wood-Smoot bill was somewhat lower
than in the Sterling-Lehlbach bill.

HISTORIC BATTLESHIP
BURNS TO WATER'S EDGE

NEW YORK. May 25.--The ancient
battleship Granite State. which
fought In several engagements .f the
war of 1812 as the New Hampshire,
and lived to become the training ship
for thousands of men in the great
war, was burned to the water's edge
Monday night not far from where the
crew of the Presidential yacht May.
flower stood at the rail watching the
flames.
An explosion on a tender along-

side set fire to the wooden housingc
which towered above the original
decks of the old fighting ship.

LEGAL ACTION DELAYS
SECOND TRIAL OF PONZI

Federal Judge Morton will have a
hearing on the request for the habeam
corpus writ today at which time
Judge Feusenden, of Suffolk superior
court. and Sheriff Blake, of Plymouth
county jail, will be called on to show
cauce why the writ should not be is-
sued.
