Heating, Lighting and Cooking
Machines Transform Tasks
of Up-m-Dl.t_o I-Iouuwlvu._

A giruggle 'has been going on be-
tween home economlics old and home
bconomics new. But the old order
changeth giving plpce to new. In
‘order to understand how different this
new housekeeping is think what the
women wers doing In the Colonlal
times, They were spinning, weaving,
dyeing In one corner; from side walls
and rafters hung dried frults and
vegelables, ham and bacon. The old-
time home was really a miniature
manufacturing plant,

Gradually there came a change. The
weaving, dyeing, soap-making and
other industries were transferred to
other buildings outside the home—to
factories. With the building of the
first factory the new housekeeping

began in the home and since then
homes have been In & more or less
formative period, Then gradually It
began to be percelved that housekeep-
ing Is a profession that must be run
on a business basis. The emancipation
of the home made It a place where
the members of the family could ]jve
and get rest and recreutlon and de-
velopment,

It is peculiar ta housework that
most of its operations result in mak-
ing still! more. work, Maintenance
rather than prpduction is its keynote.
Half the work entalled In a well-kept
home, large or amall, comes within
the utezory of removing dirt. Whence
comen is dirt? A eertaln amount of
dirt enters a house from the street
surface and from chimney smoke,
but the film of dinginess revealed by
the bright sunshine is the dismal work
of old-fashioned methods of heating,
perhaps of lighting and cooklng, for
where there are flames there are al-
ways fumen,

In that word “fumes” you have the
gullty cause of the dirt that sticks,
of the discoloration of wall, the cause
therefore of so much of the painting,
papering and white-washing neces-
sary to maintain the appearance of
cleanlineass. Fumes from flaming
firea from open burners pour out
unceasingly and leave their deposits
on everything within the room, hence
housecleaning! By attacking tha chief
cause of dirt and deterioratidnm at its
source, electricity, clean, sootless, and
smokeless offers the ‘most promising
prospect for the twentieth century
homge. The use of electricity for heat-
ing, lighting and cooking removes
much of the dirty work from the mod-
ern home and the rest of the work is

made easier gnd simpler.
