This is the purport of a bill intro-
duced by Senator McCumber, regulat-
ing discharges from the Federal serv-
fce. He wants to grade the coming
separations from the Government em-
ploy on the basis of the number of
dependents that the employes have.
He designates three classes to come
first in the order of discharge:

Those who have no dependents;
sepond, those who have relatives in
the Fedeéral service; third, those whoe
have wives or husbands also working
for Uncle Sam.

The measure has been referred to
the eivil service committee Inas-
muéh as the latter committée has only
r ntly completed hearings dealing
V:l’& the efficlency and reclassifica-
tioh of Federal workers, it is not like-
1y that a bill which grades employes
on an entirely new hasis will be re-
garded favorably by it

MANY SUPPORT MEASURE.

There is, however, a considerable
support In Congress for the prineiple
which Senator MeCumber champlons,
Many Senators feel that when the
practice of three and four members
of a family working for the Govern-
ment, while others, with only one
worker, are suffering keenly from

the inadequacy of Federal salaries,
should be done away with. They are
strongly of the opinion that, when

personnel outs have to be made, there
should be some cognizance taken of
this situation, and that the family

with *“extra breadwinners” should
feel the pruning knife before the
others

It Is possible that SBenator MeCum-
ber will sgek to have his bill attached
as & rider to the reclassification
measure,

Four-
teen were’ removed to the hospital
For several days many were serlously
ill, but all have since recovered.

Dr. William (.  Fowler, District
health officer, Immediately ordered
an Investigation, It was found that
all of the ill' students had dinner
together the evening before Bread
pudding. which had been cooked too
long and was burnt., was thought to
have caured the sickness, and the sub-
sequent investigation proved this fact
true,

ness were Dr. L. V. Dieter, bacterio-
logist; Dr. T. M., Price; chemist; Dr
W. H. Talbott, medical inspector. and
Dr. R. R. Ashworth, chief food in-
spector.
