GOMPERS ATTACKS HEARST,

Gompers late yesterday Issued al
statement attacking the Hearst
newspapers. It follows:

“It has been stated in the Hearst
newspapers and by the Hearst press|
services that in the event there s
opposition to me for the presidency |
of the American Federation of Labor |
I will decline to be a candidate and |
will withdraw.

“The statement i= absolutely false.
My course is not being determined
by what any other individual or|
group may do. It has been motorl
ous that the Hearst newspapers and
news eervices have misrepresented
the work of the American Federation
of Labor and of its officers and have
maliclously and persistently issued
false reports in relation to them.

“The delegates to the convention
will determine who shall be their
officers, and If they see fit to re-
elect the president they will have
that opportunity. My name will go
before the econvention and it will|
not be withdrawn.

CHARGES FALSE REPORTS,

*“The Hearst newspapers and press
services seem to find it impossible to
report with any appreciable degree of
accuracy the work of thia eonvention,
though others do not seem to be un-
der any such handicap.

“This can only be because the
Hearst Interests are, for some reason
whieh they do not care to state, deter-
mined to disrupt the American Fed-
eration of Labor and to destroy its
chosen leadera. It is my firm convic-
tion that the federation will know
how to deal with this situation, and
I have entire confidence In its wisdom.

“In any event, the Hearst Interests
cannot dictate my course. That can
be done only by labor. My life has
been given to the service of the wage-
edrners of our country. It remalips
at their command.™

A memorial to the employes of the
Department of Agriculture who died
In the service during the world war
will be erected on the Mall, between
Twelfth and Fourteenth streets, aec-
cording te a joint resclution passed
in the Semate yesterday.

The position of géneral superin-
tendent of the District penal institm-
tions carries with it a salary of

$4.000 a year and a home at Occoguan.
It s one of the Federal plums in the
District, and although Superintend-
ent Foster has made an enviable rec-
ord as head of the prison institutions,
his friends believe that his resigna-
tion will be accepted within a few
days by the District Commissionera.
Mr. Fester was a warm and persenal
friend of Loyis Brownlow, formar
chairman of the Board of District
Commndesioners, and who recognizing
Fostew's abilities offered him the gen-
eral sqperintendency of the District
prisonms.
