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SALES TAX PLN
CONSIDERED By
BLOC IN SENATE

Now and Othr Loaders Favor
Smoot Proposal-Mondefl
Threatens House Revolt

Senator Smoot's manufactures'
sales tax plan is being weighed care-
fully today by the "tax bloc." formed
on the Republican side since consid-
eration oi the pending tax revision
bill was begun.
Among the Republican Senators

Identified with the newest bloc are
Senators Capper of Kansas. McNary
of Oregon. Gooding of Idaho, McCor-
mick and McKinley of Illinois. Len.
root of Wisconsin, Cameron of Art-
sona. Harrold of Oklahoma and Oddie
of Nevada. Members of the bloc,
when not foregathering daily in the
Republican cloakroom of the Senate.
are meeting almost nightly in Sena-
tor Capper's residence.

Three Plan. Considered.
They now have three important

phase@ of the tax situation under
considerati6n: (1) the Smoot plan. (2)
the proposed abolition of the higher
Income surtaxes. and (3) the planned
repeal of the excess profits.tax.

It Is expected that they will reach
a decision regarding all three within
the next twenty-four hours, which
will probably have an Important bear-
ing on the jumbled tax situation
which has tied the Republican side of
the Senate In a confusing tangle of
cross purposes and conflicting opin-
ions.
Open declarations in favor of the

Smoot male. tax by influential Re-
publican Senators like New of Indi-
ana. Moses of New Hampshire, Mc-
Lean of Connecticut, and Dillingham
of Vermont has already had consid-
erable effect upon the situation, al-
though Senator ;-enrose of Pennsyl-
vania, chairman of the Finance Com-
mittee, and his "old guard" associ-
ates refuse to concede Senator
Smoot's assertion that more than a

majority of the Republican side will
support his plan.

Mondell Against Sales Tax.
Congressman Mondell of Wyoming,

the House Republican leader, is per-
sonally advising Republican Senators
against the adoption of a sales tax.
He is spending several hours daily
on th Senate floor and the Republi-
can cakroom counseling against the
tax on'the grounds, it is understood,
that it would be "political suicide"
for the Republican party to accept it.
Reports that House Republicans

might rbfuse to accept the tax if the
Senate were to adopt it. and thereby
delay tax revision indefinitely, are not
taxen seriously by Senate Republicans
who predict that little opposition will
be encountered from the House ma-
jority to the tax bill the Senate
passes.

ON D. C. LEGISLATION

Congressman Benjamin K. Focht,

He will ask leaders of Congress to
designate a District day during this
short session In order to dispose of
several Important bills.
