U. Dupre has attracted the notice
of English musical reviewers by his
nasterful techlque in combination
with his imagnative qualities and his
command of riginal effects. They
have hailed .An improvisations as a
nanifestation of his virtuosity eqal
to that of his remarkable memory.
which enables him to play by heart
the entire organ words of J. S. Bach.
There is still another side of this

remarkable genius-a side of which
Americans will have the opportunity
of judging this season. Dupre re-
vealed early In his life his desire to
compose, and he has achieved, through
his almost superhuman ability for
work, many Important compositions
for the organ, the piano, the violin,
and for the orchestra.

Coincidental with Dupre's debut in
America his most recent and perhaps
his greatest work will be heard. It
Is "Do Profundis." for solo voices,
chorus, orchestra, and organ, and Its
rendition will constitute one of the
gala events during M. Dupre's visit.
X. Monteux. conductor of the Boston
Symphony, also has announced that
he will devote one of his symphony
concerts to this composition.
"De Profundis" was written by M.

Du re in memory of the soldiers who
dI In the "great war," and was first
given In Paris at the armistice day
ceremonies in 1919.

ALL NATIONS TO SING
ON "ARMISTICE DAY"

A patriottc song service for Armi-
stice Day, in thousands of communi-
ties, In being arranged by the National
Council of Women of which Mrs.
Phillip North Moore Is president. It
In this organization that established
a National Song Service as an annual
affair five years ago, through the
initiative of Mrs. David A. Campbell.
Now the annual "re nas been set

for November 11, Armistice Day. This
means that 60,000,000 will be singing
national songs that evening through-
out this country, In schools, churches,
clubrooms, auditoriums, motion pic,
ture houses, and even penitentiaries.

Campbell, as chairman, Is as follows:
