DRAFT RECORDS
HELD INVIOLATE
IN APPEAL CASE

Contempt Decision on General
Harris for Refusing Affi¬

davit Upset.
The decision of Justice Siddons, of

the District Supreme Court, holding
Adjutant Oeneral Peter C. Harris,
of the United States army. In con¬

tempt of court for failure to produce
an affidavit made by Mrs. Mary
Walsh before a notary public for the
purpose of talcing a deposition for a
divorce proceedings begun by her
husband In the Ohio courts, was re¬
versed yesterday by the Court of Ap-
pesls, which held that the records of
the sslectlve service draft now In
chsrge of Oeneral Harris are to re¬
main forever secret and need not be
produced tn court.

Justice Hlddons ordered Oenersl
Harris on two occasions to produce
the affidavit which caused Walsh to
be transferred from class I to class
B and his flnsl Induction Into the
military service. After his discharge
from the army, Walsh su«d for a
divorce. He asked the court to
require Oeneral Harris to produce
an affidavit made by his wife that
statements she made in connection
with her divorce proceedings regard¬
ing the support he gave her, dif¬
fered materially from those contained
In the affidavit. Walsh contended
therefore that the allr.ged variance
In her statsments should be brought
to the attention of the trial judgo
in the divorce proceedings.
Oeneral Harris refused to produce

the affidavit and was adjudged in
contempt of court and sentenced to
serve ten davs in Jail. The War
Department Appealed and the Appel¬
late Court today holds that the same
secrecy which origlnslly surrounded
the draft records and the Identity of
persons and affidavits and their con¬
tents still holds, as the selective serv¬
ice law placed n) limit upon the time
these records were to be withheld
from the general public.
